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PREFACE.

The nature of a Fine has been described so often in the
volumes of Fines that have been issued by various County
Record Societies, that it is unnecessary to say much here. The
fullest and best account is that given by Mr. G. J. Turner in the
volume of Huntingdon Fines, printed in 1913, and there is an
excellent account by Canon C. W. Foster in the second volume
of Lincoln Fines.

A fine in the Middle Ages did not mean an amercement, as
with us, but a settlement of a dispute ; and the fines which are
printed in this volume are settlements of disputes about
property, real or feigned, which were reached in the King’s
Court. The earliest fines are of the reign of Henry 1I, and
although we have no Assise Rolls for that reign, we assume that
the settlement was written on the roll, as was done in many
cases in the 13th century. In addition each of the parties was
given a copy of the agreement. In 1195 a new method was
introduced ; three copies were written on one piece of parch-
ment, two at the head of it and one at the foot, and an indented
line was cut between all three, so that the genuineness of one
of the copies could (if necessary) be proved by seeing whether
its indented edge fitted the edges of the other copies. The
two heads of the fine were given to the two parties and the fine
at the foot was kept at Westminster ; hence the term “ Feet
of Fines.” At the bottom of the fine was written the county
where the property was situated, and in subsequent years, if
it was desired to verify the terms of the settlement, it would be
easy to find the Foot of the Fine at Westminster, if the date
and the county were known.
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It was not long before it was perceived that a Foot of a Fine
was a very safe and permanent record, and that if two friends
desired to secure a permanent record of their agreement, it
could be managed by taking their case into court and pretending
that one of the parties was failing to keep the covenant made,
or was not observing a charter which had been drawn up with
a clause of warranty. Satisfactory evidence would be pro-
duced by the plaintiff and the court would give judgment for
him, and this would be recorded in the usual way by a fine.
There were several advantages in the method. The fine was
a decision of a court of the King and therefore could not be
disputed. Further, although a foot of a fine could be forged,
just as a charter could be forged, it would be impossible to
insert it among the fines at Westminster. Therefore a fine
was the best title to property, and all prudent purchasers
demanded that a fine should be ““levied ” in addition to the
sealed charter by which the property was conveyed. All
through the thirteenth century these feigned lawsuits became
more and more common, and by the end of the century we may
assume that all the fines were of this kind, except where there
is very clear evidence to the contrary.

Fines, which were always drawn up in the same form, may
be analysed into the following sections ; v
1. The date and the place where the concord was reached.

2. The names of the justices in whose presence it was reached.
3. The names of the two parties.

4. The subject which was in dispute, being in most cases a
house or land.

5. The legal grounds on which the agreement was reached.

6. The agreement itself, beginning with the word scilicet and
ending in many cases with the payment which was made by
one side.
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Something may be said about each of these sections :

1. Most of the fines were made! in the King’s Bench at
Westminster, but many were made before itinerant justices
not only in Oxford, but also in any neighbouring county. The
date given was at first the exact day on which the case was
tried in court, and all through the first part of the thirteenth
century we are given occasionally the exact day, when the
concord was made before itinerant justices ; but in the majority
of cases, even at the beginning of the century, the date, though
it sounds like a definite day, is merely the description of the
week in which the case was tried. Thus in the Fines of 11 and
12 John, Nos. 90-93 are dated by the week, but No. 94 gives
the actual day. Those who would know more about the dating
of Fines may be referred to the Preface of Mr. G. J. Turner.

2. In the following calendar the names of the justices are
omitted except in the very few cases where the king was present
himself or the dating of the Fine happens to depend on the
names of the justices. In the 12th century the names of the
justices are important historically ; in the 13th century they
may be omitted with some loss, but not much.

3. After the name of each of the parties is added his legal
position, i.e. petent, querent, tenant, deforciant, impedient.
The word varies, not according to any real difference of position,
but according to the writ under which the case was brought into
court. There were many writs from which the plaintiff could
make his choice, and in one writ he would be styled querent, in
another petent, but the meaning was the same. In most
calendars of fines these titles are omitted, and perhaps wisely ;
they indicate the nature of the writ that was used, but this is
indicated more fully in the next clause.

4. There is generally no doubt about the situation of the
property, but as there were six Stokes in the county, five Astons,

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four Miltons or Middeltones, three Westons, four Newingtons,
four Hardwicks etc. there is an uncertainty in some cases.
The Hundred Rolls of 1279 often enable us to identify the place.

5. The next clause beginning wnde generally indicates the
writ under which the case was brought into court and often
enables us to assert what was the line of argument and to divide
the cases into real and feigned disputes. The simplest words,
and in early times the commonest, are unde placitum est, and
we may generally assume that such cases were real disputes.
If it is stated that ““ a recognition of a great assise was sum-
moned,” it is likely that the dispute was real ; it had been
referred to a great assise and its decision was now recorded.
Still more are we sure that it was a real dispute when we have
“unde duellum vadiatum et armatum fuit” (No. 90, p. 43).
On the other hand if we hear of a plea of warranty of charter
or a plea of covenant, we may assume that the dispute is
friendly and probably that we are dealing with an ordinary
case of buying and selling.

6. The part of the fine which gives the agreement is where
the difficulty comes. In some cases it is a simple thing to give
a brief and accurate abstract, but in other cases the fine
reproduces a complicated deed, and it is not easy to say how
much is essential. The clause of warranty may be safely
omitted, just as we omit it when we make a calendar of charters ;
but how far must we reproduce the words  release, remit,
quitclaim and deliver ”” and “ give, grant and confirm ” ? If
it is unsafe to omit any of them, the calendar becomes as long
as the original. Condensation is necessary and the man who
makes the calendar must do his best. The intelligent reader
will notice that to effect condensation I have not been unwilling
to use words which are absurd, provided that their meaning is
clear ; thus when A. and B. grant something to C. and give a
warranty against the heirs of B., I have abbreviated by saying
that A. and B. and the heirs of B. grant to C., although as the
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heirs of B. were not in existence they could not actually make
a grant. It is the mention of the heirs which shows which of
the two parties was the owner ; and in the same way when a
property is sold to two purchasers, the mention of the heirs of
one of them shows that he, or she, had provided the purchase
money.

A fine often ends with the statement that one party gives to
the other a sore sparrowhawk, or sometimes a goshawk. It
must not be understood that a bird actually changed hands
but that the current value of a bird was paid, just as a rent of
a pound of a pepper meant a certain sum of money. It is the
word “sore’ that makes this conclusion necessary. A
sparrowhawk is sore or reddish until it makes its first moult, in
other words until the first November after it is born.! There
could therefore be no sore sparrowhawks in Europe between
November and May or June. When therefore a sore sparrow-
hawk is mentioned in February (p. 194), it must mean a sum of
money. On page 132 we have ““ a sore goshawk or 20s. ” ; less
valuable would be a mewed sparrowhawk (p. 72), and less
valuable still a sore sparrowhawk, i.e. a young bird before its
first moult.

There is no doubt that this collection of fines is not complete,
and that there are still Oxford fines lurking in the files of other
counties. It is not often that any county is mentioned in the
body of the fine and we are dependent on the name of the county
which the chirographer wrote at the bottom ; but man is liable
to error, and sometimes a wrong name was written. Among
the fines which are assigned to Oxfordshire and have *“ Oxonia ”
at the foot we have one of Rutland (No. 50, p. 61), one of
Dorset (No. 106, p. 131), one of Warwickshire (No. 11, p. 135),
one of Yorkshire (No. 37, p. 142), one of Leicestershire (No. 44,
p. 143), several of Berkshire (see pp. 174, 184, 216, 225), one of
Northants (p. 195), two of Wilts (pp. 216, 217), one of Hants

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(p- 219), and one (p. 136) which cannot be identified but is
certainly not of Oxfordshire. If the scribe wrote Oxonia
instead of the proper county at the foot of these fines, there are
probably just as many fines where he made the same mistake
and when he should have written Oxonia wrote the name of
some other county. One of these has been noticed among the
fines assigned to Wiltshire (see p. 1). In addition there are
many fines which deal with properties in more than one county ;
in such cases the scribe often writes the names of all the counties
at the foot of the fine, and they are grouped together at the
Record Office in the files known as ““ Divers Counties.”” But
in other cases the scribe writes only the name of the county in
which the main property was situated. In this volume we
have fines which are assigned to Oxfordshire but also deal with
Berks, Bucks, Wilts, etc. Now it is obvious that there must be
just as many fines where Oxfordshire is mentioned incidentally,
which are buried in the files of other counties. It would not
be surprising if the missing fines of these two classes were 30
or 40 in number, for the period covered by this volume.

Different counties have calendared their fines on different
principles. Some merely give the names of the places and the
parties, saying (what is true enough) that no calendar can be
completely satisfactory and that the originals should be
inspected. In this volume the calendar is full, so that in
normal fines it should be unnecessary to take a journey to the
Record Office. For the reign of John they are given in Latin,
and also in the next reign wherever it was thought that the
fine was peculiar. This calendar was made at various times
during the last twenty years, with the result that the critic
will be able to find small inconsistencies in it ; for instance
“ deforciant ” may be represented by deforc. at one time, by
def. at another, and the settlements have been more abbreviated
at one time than another. It is hoped that this will not cause
difficulty to the student.
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It is hoped that some volunteer may appear to continue this
calendar. Although the early fines are in some respect the
most important, those of the fifteenth century are often found
very useful for family history, when they record settlements of
property, and I have found the fines of the latter half of the
sixteenth century to contain much information about the
buying and selling of house property in Oxford ; it would be a
help to the history of the houses of Oxford if these later fines
were available.

RULES OF THE SOCIETY.

I.—The Society shall be called THE OXFORDSHIRE RECORD
SociETY.

IT.—The Object of the Society shall be to print and distribute
to subscribers such documents relating to the history of the County
of Oxford as have not been previously edited ; to print other
material relating to the history of the County ; and to endeavour
to give advice and assistance to custodians of historical records
for the care and preservation of such records.

IIT.—The Annual Subscription shall be half-a-guinea payable
in advance on the first of January. The annual subscription may
be commuted for a single subscription of Seven Guineas. After
200 members have joined the Society an entrance fee of five shillings
may be charged.

IV.—Each member of the Society, having paid his or her
subscription, shall be entitled to a copy of every work produced
by the Society, and to vote at the general meetings held within the
period subscribed for.

V.—The Management of the Society shall be vested in a
Council consisting of not less than six or more than twenty ordinary
members together with the President, Treasurer, Secretary and
Assistant Secretary as ex officio members, all to be elected at the
Annual General Meeting. Vacancies occurring between the General
Meetings may be filled by the Council itself. Two ordinary members
of the Council shall retire each year and not be eligible for re-election
within that year.

VI.—A General Meeting of subscribers shall be held annually
in Oxford to receive the Secretary’s report of the work of the
Society, and the Treasurer’s financial statement ; to elect officers
for the ensuing year ; and to transact the business of the Society
generally. Notice of any other business to be brought forward
shall be given to the Secretary in the course of the preceding
December. A special general meeting may be held at any time by
direction of the Council, or on request of not less than ten members
of the Society in writing.

VIL.—The Council shall meet at least once in every year, and
at such other times as may be deemed necessary by itself. Three
members, excluding the Secretary and Treasurer, shall form a
quorum,

VIII.—These rules may not be amended or altered except at
the Annual General Meeting after seven days’ notice to members.
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
