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II(TROD TICTION.

The collection of charters, an edition of which is here offered

to members of the Oxfordshire B,ecord Society, consists of

336 deeds, all in Latin except two in English and about
eight in X'rench. A very few are duplicates or counterparts.
A few of them have some small holes in them, and one (No. a)

has a portion cut ofi the top, but otherwise almost all are in the
finest condition, and the majority have their seals in a perfect
state of preservation. They are now mounted on stifi paper
and bound up in five oblong boxes in the shape of books.

In addition to these there are two fine deeds of Henry VfIf,
both with the great seal attached. Such a collection of
separate deeds relating to one small district is extremely rare,
and considerable though the collection now is, it probably
consisted at one time of more deeds than it now contains,
judging by the numbering on the backs of many of them,
thoughsome of the earlydeeds have high numbers (No. 31 : 293)

and some of later ones low numbers (No. f l0:13).
They continued to be in use till the seventeenth century,

as many of them have endorsements of that period.
IJnfortunately their history is buried in complete obscurity.
It is only known that they were purchased for the Bodleian
Library in 1893 from a Mr. A. Cox, of Barnsbury near London,
for a sum very greatly below what they would fetch at the
present day. Where they were before they came into Mr. Cox's
possession we cannot, say. It seoms likely that they may have

belonged at one time to the Rede family, but it is not possible

to say so for certain.
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A small number of them doal with the Priory, but the rest
relate principally to the manor of Goring, includ.ing the smaller
manors of Gatehampton, Elvendon, and Applehanger, and are

specially concerned with lands acquired by the Loveday

famity in the fourteenth century. Others relate to villages in
the neighbourhood of Goring on both sides of the river, South

Stoke, Whitchurch, Streatley etc.

There are also a few deeds not connected immed.iately

either with Goring or the Loveday family.
There then follow seven deeds relating to Goring, five of

which are in the Bodleian apart from the special collection,
and two in the British Museum, one of which has been

fiscovered to have at one time belonged to the present

collection. There are also two deeds mentioned which are

printetl in full in the Newington Longeville Charters'1

It was thought at first that it might be convenient to print
the documents in the order in which they appear when mounted

in the books, but this was soon found to be impossible. Some

of the undated deeds in the first volume are certainly later

than others before which they are placed. They are also

arranged without reference to the Statute Qui,a tmptores

terrarum of 1290. Also, in the later volumes, where the charters

are &s far as possible placed accorfing to regnal years, a deed

dated in January of any year will be placed before a deed

dated in June of the same regnal year, though actually it may

come later.
The charters have therefore been put into categories in a

way which it is hoped may be of assistance to the reader. AU

the deeds relating to John Loveday the father, Sarah his wife,

John Loveday the son, and. Elizabeth Loveday his daughter

have been put together, and the miscellaneous deeds fitted in
between them. There are a few cross-relationships, but on

the whole this seomed to be the most satisfaetory way of

r O.8.S', Vol. III.

treating them. As regards the later deeds after the death of
Elizabeth Loveday, there are apparently a good number
missing which might make what now appears to be a very
complicated situation clear. These have for the most part
been arranged in a chronological order. It is to be feared

that some of the undated deeds may be still slightly out of
position.l

After the deeds relating to Goring and Streatley, there are

placed &s an appendix, those relating to Easthampstead,
Reading, Henley, and a few other places.

The spelling of the original has been kept throughout,
whether correct or incorrect, but an obelus (t) has occasionally
been inserted to shew that an error is not due to a misprint
or mis-transcription. But capitals and punctuation have
been employed where it seemed to be convenient without
regard to the original, and u and v are used according to sound,
following in this the excellent modern practice of the Pipe-roll
Society.

Gonrwe.
Goring is a village situated on the river Thames about ten

miles from Reading in the hundred of Langtree, and now in
the diocese of Oxford, though at the time of these charters it
was in that of Lincoln. Until about the year 1885 it was a
quiet village that had probably seen but little change for some

centuries, but about that time it began to develop as a popular
riverside " residential " district. The population in lg2l was
1,990, so that it will now be well over 2,000. In a similar
manner to the other villages with a river frontage the parish
extends some miles into the hills to the district called Goring
Heath. In the Middle Ages it must have been a more busy
and important place than it afterwards became. We have no

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reason to suppose that the great Isabella de Fortibus,l countess

of Aumarl and Devon and Lady of the Isle of Wight resided

at Goring, but Sir John and Lady Mohun did so. Sir John
fought at Crecy and was one of the original Knights of the
Garter, and his lady, Joan, rn'as also a Lady of the Garter.

Their daughter Elizabeth, afterwards Countess of Salisbury,
was bom at Goring. We can have no idea where they lived
as there are no vestiges of any ancient house of any importance.

There was a ferry over the river, and at one time a bridge'

Tire former belonged to the nuns and in their time brought
them in three shillings and four pence a year. It was in
existence almost to within living memory, but the bridge was

early destroyed. It was rebuilt under an act, of Parliament
of 7 Will. IV c. 31 at, the cost of f,4,630, the amount being

raised by bonds of 9160 at four per cent. mortgage on tolls.
This bridge was replaced by the present one in 1923, when all
tolls were flnally abolished.

ROADS.

Besides the two roads mentioned under Gatehampton the
following are perhaps worth notice :-

the place where the ferry formerly existed, passing through the
village (but now cut across by the railway), and so up White
Hill to Goring Heath.

239. Thehighwayl,ead,ing to Read,ing. The road passing above

Gatehampton, and so orrer Gatehampton Hill to Whitchurch.
255. The 'Litleweye' lead,ing from Gortng to Eluend,en.

Now the made road from Goring to Woodcote passing through
Cleeve and Battle.

r Sho was a'free tenant'at Goring in 1279 and ou'ned u largo number of
knights' fees throughout England.
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258. ?he way lead,ing to Walli,ngforcl,. The road on the
further side of the railway through Cleeve, North Stoke, etc.

The other road to Cleeve is modern. It was constructed
about 1880 by the late Mr. Charles Gardiner, then owner of
all Goring and living at the Temple, to avoid taking his horses

under the railway bridge at Cleeve. It is probably still known
to the older inhabitants of Goring as " The carriage-drive."

a is universal in the earliest deeds, becomos rare after the
middle of the fourteenth century, but is found as late as 1450

in the only vernacular deed in the Goring series (303).

In Mr. Alexander's Place names of Orford,shi,re the hypothetical
original form is given as Gar'i,ngas, and interpreted to mean

" the descendants of G&r," where Gar is the shortened form of
such names as Garbeorht, Garmund etc.

Another possible explanation given by Mr. Alexander is
that the name contains the word gara, meaning a tongue of
land, the dialect form of which is gore. Two points are perhaps

significant in this connection. X'irstly, after reaching Goring
the river gives a wide sweep or curve so that at Gatehampton
it flows almost at right angles to the direction in which it did
when passing under Goring Bridge, thus forming a kind of
promontory exactly at Goring. Secondly, there is actually a
field called the Gore, mentioned. several times in the charters
and evidently situated in the middle of the village, as it reaches

to the Thames at one end and the garden of the Prioress,

which must have been near the church, at the other. See

No. 255, " IJn& dimidia acra iacet iuxta Tamisiam in campo
vocato le Gore, et extendit se ad unum capud versus australe
ad gardinum Priorisse de Goring."

THE PRIORY.

The Priory of St. Mary of Goring was a house of Augustinian
Nuns. A full account of it will be found in the second volume
of the Victori,a History of the County of Orford, a work easy
of access, so that it is unnecessary to reproduce its contents
here. A short history of it was written also by Mr. P. G. Stone
in 1893, called An erq,ct q,ccount of the Church and, Priory of
Goring. Precisely at what time the Priory was founded we do
not know, but the charter of King Henry II, granted not
later than ll8l, mentions an earlier charter granted to the

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church of Goring by his grandfather, King Henry I, at which
time the Nuns were evidently there. V!'e may perhaps place
the date as not earlier than the year 1130, the founder being
Thomas de Druval.l Bishop Tanner, however, in the Noti,tia
Monastica, states that it was founded in the reign of King
Henry II. He gives as his authority a MS. Register of
Missenden, ./. 15. This is MS. Harl. 3688, in the British
Museum, but the only reference to Goring is an item in a list
of deeds. Under the heading Netteleye (for Nutley in Bucks)
is the solitary entry " Quaed,am fi,nalis concord,ia inter Daaid,

f,li,um Henri,ci et Margeriam Prtorissam de Garinges." The
Priory received several marks of the Royal favour. Tn l2l2
the Nuns held fourteen tenements in Wallingford, from which
they received twelve shillings a year, and they held the tene-
ments free by gift of King John.z In t240 King Henry III
commanded William de Haverhall, treasurer, that without
delay he have made for the Nuns of Goring a cup of the price
of three marks in which to keep the girdle of the Virgin Mary.
Again in 1246 the.King issued a similar command, namely that,
in addition to the four cups the King mentioned in Lonclon,
the treasurer was to send two others to certain Churches of
which Goring was one.3

In spite however of Royal and other favours the priory
seems to have generally been in a very poor way, and their
buildings were continually out of repair. In l2gl their annual
income was f44, while in l30l they had 3G inmates. For
some of these however their relatives paid an annual pension,
f5 being considered an adequate sum. In lb26 they u-ere
assessed. for taxation purposes at the rate allowed for the
poorest houses, that is, one twenty-fifth. At a visital,ion in

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1530 there were only three professed and four unprofessed

sisters, and the priory was in debt eight or ten pounds. At
the time of the suppression the total income of the Priory was

f63 gross, f60 net.

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Very little relating to the Priory can be gathered from the
charters. The first four are deeds of gift, of which the first,
the confirmation charter of Henry II is an important document
and is noticed and described on p. xxii.

Margaret, in 1202, came to an agreement with the monks
of Newington Longeville, Essex, concerning a dispute she

had had with them about tithes due from the church at
Moulsoe, Bucks, for which she consented to pay a rent
(345, 346).

Sarah de Exeter was prioress when Gregory, prior of
Wallingford, granted the Priory the Iease of a meadow callecl

Constablesland in Goring, in 1285 (337). The bell with
the inscription to Peter, bishop of Exeter, probably came to
this church in her time. Clarice de Morton granted to the
younger John Loveday in 1341 a lease of the land lately held
of the Priory by Robert Colins, namely Pynnokesland, Grigges,
and Cokkes, with reservation of the timber to the Priory and
right of access to cut it dov'n and take it away, the rent being
l5s. a year (154). There appears to have been previously
some trouble in connection with this lease, as John Loveday
in 1354, stating that there had been disputes between his

father and the prioress Clarissa, which had continued between
him and prioress Margaret, about the rent, now stated to be

l6s. 8d., acknowledged his debt to the Priory and gave the
Prioress the right to distrain on all his lands in Goring in the
event of non-paymenf Q$). It appears, however, by No. 289

that Margaret had granted him a lease for 80 years about a
month previously. After the deaths of the younger John
Loveday and of his daughter Elizabeth, this lease had by 1425

come into the hands of Simon Ralegh who had let it to one

John Sulham, and he quit-claimed his rights in the remainder
of the lease to the Prioress Nicholaa for l5s. a ye&r, though he

sa,ys, apparently incorrectly, that there were only four more
years to run (289).
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Lucy in 1384, 1390 and 1393, and Alice Coleshyll in 1497,
appear only in connection with receipts for rent from the Abbot
of Osney for lands held by him of the Priory.

Alice, whose name appears in the V.C.H. before that of
Lucy, is a mistaken entry due to a misreading of a charter in
the Bodleian. Lucy Coleshill is also inserted in error.

Two very fine deeds of Henry VfII were purchased along
with the main series now bound together as a collection.

The first states that the King, under date of 12 March,
1528, had granted to John Stoner, Sergeant at Law (who
had been in the service of the Queen) the impropriation of the
Rectory of Goring for twenty-one yea,rs from the preceding
Michaolmas, at, a rent of J8 5s., the Crown reserving the
advowson of the vicarage, and making itself responsible for
the stipend of the Chaplain.

The King now by his present Charter of 28 March, 1539,
grants the reversion of the Rectory to Richard Hochonson
and Thomas Pope, the latter being the founder of Trinity
College, Oxford. Further, of his special grace, the King
granted to them his manor of Goring with the grange and the
farm called Stapnell.l The annual value of this grant, not
counting the stipend of the parish priest, was J5 l6s. 8rI., for
which the grantees paid the sum of JIOS. Attached to this
charter is a receipt from Thomas Pope himself, as 'Ireasurer
of the court of Augmentation, for {105 from Richard
" Huchenson."

The second deed is dated 12 Oct., 38 Henry VIII, 1546.

By this the King grants Sir Thomas Pope leave to alienate
the site and precincts of the Priory of Goring to Thomas
Calton and Margaret his wife. The site of the Priory had
originally been given by the King to his brother-in-law Charles
Brandon, duke of Sufiolk, who had sold it to Sir Thomas Pope.

I Called Stapehell in the couffrmation charter of Henry II.
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Thomas Calton appea,rs to be the same person as Thomas

Tayler, who was put in as bailiff by the Crown at the time of
the Dissolution. He had a daughter, Margaret, who married
Ratph Whistler, v'ho was an ancestor of the Mr. Whistler who

is mentioned in the endorsement to ch. 215. This family
subsequently owned Goring and Gatehampton till modern

times.
At the time of the suppression the Priory was possessed of

lands in Dorchester, Mapledurham, Aldworth, Buckland,

Stratfield Mortimer,l Wallingford, Wingrove, Missenden,

Bishopston, Ledhall, Nuffield, Crowmarsh, and Hampstead

Norris.
An account is given in Mr. Stone's book of the excavations

which were undertaken about 40 years ago. A considerable

amount of original foundations was discovered, as well as a
number of tiles, including one with the double-headed eagle

oI Richard, King of the Romans, brother of King Henry III,
and at one time Lord of the Honour of Wallingford'

The Priory seal which is reproduced as a frontispiece to
this volume is of oblong or vesica shape, measuring 80 x 60 mm.

It is attached to No. 243, being an a,greement betwoen John
Loveday II and Margaret, Prioress of Goring, and dated

28 July, 1354. It shows the Virgin and Child under a triple-
towered canopy, and reads Srcrr,r,ulr Bccr,rs[rn : Scg : Menrp :

on] Gen[rxcra]. Another copy of this seal is reproduced in
lhe Victori,a Hi,story of Orford,shtre, Yol. II.

This was a small manor lying on the road between Goring
and Woodcote almost two miles from Goring station. It is
markerl on the ordnance map in Gothic letters Site of Priary,
but there is no documentary evidence of there ever having
been a religious house there.z Ancient remains o{ some

importance have been found from time to time, and it has

even been reported that there was an underground passage all
the way from the supposed Priory to its sister house at Goring.

On approaching Elvenden from Goring one passes a wood
called Wroxhill's wood to the left and Griggs wood to the right.
The former may have some connection with the John Wroxhale

For the name, the only forms cited by Mr. Alexander are

Elvinton and Elfyngton, neither of which is found in the
charters. He suggests the origin as " ielfena denu," the vale
of elves, an explanation that appea,rs to be borne out by the

forms. The manor house is certainly placed in a grost

beautiful and romantic spot, a quiet valley with low wooded

heights on each side, quite the sort of place you might expect
elves to lurk in. It may further be added that there is a very
good echo all through the valley; a, sure indication o{ the
presence of elves, dv'arfs, gnomes and fairies.

Sometime in the thirteenth century the manor was in the
hands of the family of de Waleys or Wales (38). Emma,
sister of Walter le Wales, married Gilbert de Chalcore in 1295,

on which occasion Walter granted Gilbert some land at
Elvenden. But the whole m&nor passed later into the
possession of the de Chalcores from whom the elder John
Loveday purchased it in 1317 (110 etc.). In the leases granted
by the younger John and by his son-in-law Henry de Aldryngton,
attendance at the ma,nor court of Elvenden is one of the
stipulations.

The modern pronunciation is always Gatehampton, but there
is an oral tradition to the efiect that it was at one time
'Gattenton.'

Gatehampton, a small m&nor in the parish of Goring, is
situated on the river Thames about a mile and a half below

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Goring lock, or by road about, half a mile from the present
railway station. It occupies a position almost exactly in the
middle of what is known to modern geologists as the Goring
Gap, that, is, after the point where the Berkshire downs

descend to the river, and just before the Chilterns do likewise.

ft was in the period of the charters a place of some importance.
It had a mill, which appears to have been a fulling mill, that
is, a mill for treating cloth, long since disappeared and leaving
no trace, unless t'he small back-water behind the present

ferryman's cottage may have been connected with the original
mill-stream. In l25t Matilda, prioress of Goring quitclaimed
to Fulk de Coudray her rights in this mill together rn'ith

the tenter-hooks (tentori,o) on which the cloth was hung out
to dry.r

It was approached from Goring by a carriage road (ai,a

quad,rigat'iaa, No. 2) otherwise called the King's highway
(regia a'ta, No. 222). This road is still in use, beginning as a
modern made road called " Manor Road " continuing parallel

to, but at some distance from the river, by a track across a

field, passing under the Great Western Railway, and continuing
by a partly-made road to Gatehampton Farm. It is used

principally by milk-carts going from the Farm to Goring.
There is another road mentioned in No. 196 as the road rvhich

leads up to Goring Heath (aiam que se ertencl''it cle Gathamton

usque Brueram). This road is likewise still in use. To-day
Gatehampton consists of a modern farm, a few modern cottages,

one ancient cottage in ruins, and a house o{ some antiquity
occupying the site of the ancient Manor house. Foundations
of older buildings have frequently been found round the
farm. On the hill-side above the hamlet is a disused quarry
or chalk-pit which is probably the quarry mentioned in some

of the charters. The present, Hartslock wood apparently
came nearer to Gatehampton in those times than it does now.

This village is in Berkshiro on the Thames and opposite to
Gatehampton. Cissa, an under-king of the West-Saxons in
Berkshire and Wiltshire had a nephew, Hean by name, who
desired to found a religious house, and to him and his sister
Cilla in the year 675, Cissa gave land at Bradfield and at,

" Bestlesford."l This latter place is identified by the Rev.
J. E. n'ield in a note in the English Historical, Reuiewz on the
origins of the Abbey of Abingdon, with Basildon. There must
therefore have been a ford at Basildon as early as the middle
of the seventh century, and as a ford must necessarily lead
somewhere, it may be concluded that there were some dwellings
at Gatehampton at that date.

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Streatley lies on the Thames facing Goring, in the county of
Berkshire and now in the diocese of Oxford, though formerly
in that of Salisbury.

As in the minds of the general public,l the usage of the
directors of the Great Western Railway,z and even in the pages

of Punclt,,3 Goring and Streatley are held to be one and
indivisible, so was it from the earliest times. Among the
grants to the Nuns before ll80 was the mill at Streatley and
the fishery there, which perhaps accounts for the fact that
Streatley mill-now no more-was in Oxfordshire, so that
part of the parish of Goring is actually within the manor of
Streatley,a and on the Berkshire side of the river.

The original Lords of the Manor from Domesday till the
middle of the thirteenth century were the family of de

Mandeville, earls of Essex. It afterwards passed into the
hands of the Mohuns, lords of Dunster in Somerset, for an
account of whom, see below. A very able and interesting
history of the m&nor will be found in the Victoria County
History of Berkshire. The ancient manorial dovecote still
remains. The Loveday family besides their numerous
purchases of land in Goring also bought the fishery
in Streatley, called Rounsford. The Mohuns, after having
obtained the lordship of Streatley by marriage, later acquired
that of Goring by exchange. There are two hamlets attached
to Streatley, Suthridge and Westridge, of which the latter is
mentioned in No. 8, in about 1250.

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Cecilia de Langtot mentioned in the confirmation charter of
King Henry fI as a benefactress to Goring Priory. Fulk, the
son of Sir Balwin Coudray, confirmed to the Nuns the gifbs of
his predecessors, in 1250.

Five members of this family are found as parties to, or
witnesses in, the charters. Sir Geoffrey witnesses No. 12 as

" Dominus Gal-fridus Coldre," and No. 13 as " Dominus
Gaufridus de Choudray," about 1260. Sir Peter, as " Petrus
miles de Codray," by No. 19 grants to Thomas de Bromley a

virgate of land in Gatehampton trefore 1290. He died in 1305

and in 1316 Agnes de Coudray was in possession of the }Ianor.l
Sir Thomas witnesses No. 196, by which the younger John
Loveday established masses and dirges for the soul of his
father and mother in 1331. By No. 2L5 t'he same John
Loveday grants to Sir James de Coudray and Margaret his
wife the rents and services owed him by John Truth for a
messuage and land in Housefurlong, Goring. fn return Sir
James Coudray renounces and quitclaims to Loveday his
rights, as lord of the manor, in any lands held by Loveday in
Gatehampton. And inasmuch as dissensions had arisen with
regard to the number of beasts that Loveday was entitled to
place on the common fields in Gatehampton, they come to
an agreement that at s,hatever time of year Sir James enters

on the common fields to feed his beasts, Loveday may enter
with his beasts also. And if Loveday has not entered by the
feast of the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin (8 Sept.) he may do

so afterwards, with full rights of entry and exit (chacea et

reclmcea) as he pleases.

Sir James also v'itnesses two deeds for making a family
settlement, by the first of which Henry de Aldryngton grants
to Thomas de Aldryngton and others all the lands held in
Goring, Gatehampton, Streatley and elsewhere by Elizabeth

Thomas de Aldryngton was probably brother
of Henry, and it was to him that Sir James de Coudray conveyed

the manor of Gatehampton about 1370.1 He was, however,

only tenant for life, the manor being part of the inheritance of
Mizabeth Loveday.2 John liede became possessed of it in
1402 and from him it descended to Sir Edrnund Rede,8 who
disposed of it to Thomas Lufiyngcote in f a76 (307).

Charter 215 has attached to it a good example of the seal of
Sir James de Coudray shewing a coat of arms bearing sia

billets. Burke's General Armoury gives two versions of the
arms of Cowdray as Gules, ten billets or, and Gules, thirteen
billets or. The Vi,ctoria Hi,storg of Bucki,nghamshire under
l\foulsoe, where the Coudray family had property at one time,
gives a drawing of a shield with ten bi,llets desctibed as billety.
Other authorities make the field. Sable.

The lorms r,vith z scarcely count, as being due to misreading
the MSS. The same thing occurs with Loveday (Luueday-
Luneday).

Before the Conquest the manor of Goring was held by Wigod,
a rich Saxon thegn of Wallingford. It was afterwards given
rvith many other manors, to Robert d'Oilly, who built Oxford
Castle. He married Ealdgytha, daughter of Wigod, and by
her had an only daughter Maud, who in 1090 married Milo
Crispin, the lord of the Honour of Wallingford, when several

of the d'Oilly manors became attached to that honour.
The Priory of Goring was probably founded some time in

the reign of Henry f, and not earlier than 1130, by Thomas de

Druval, who must have been then in possession of Goring.l
We do not, however, know at what time the family first
acquired the manor.

In about lr54 William de Druval held it as two Knights'
fees of the Honour o{ Wallingford. He apparently held it as

guardian for his nephew Thomas If, because on his death in
1170, though he had four sons, it was Thomas who succeeded

to the manor. William must therefore have had an elder
brother. This elder brother was in all probability the Thomas
who founded the Priory.

1 llr. P. Stone, op. cil., states that the Druval family were at Goring in
the reign of lIenry I.
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l. Eld,er line, eld,er branch. Thomas on his succession

confirmed to the abbot and convent of Eynsham the grant
made to them by his uncle William, who had given them a
hide of land when he made his son Hugh a monk in that
monastery.l Thomas further gave to Eynsham a grove near
Applehanger, and an eyot near Stokes.z He also confirmed to
his cousin B,alph, by I{o. 342, the grant made to him by " *y
uncle, his father," sometime after 1170. He died in 1186

and was succeeded by his son Hugh, then a minor and under
the guardianship of his uncle llugh of the younger branch.
He does not appear in these charters, and died in l%UZ,leaving

a son Hugh, who must likewise have been a minor at the time
of his father's death, as Alan Basset was holding the manor
at that time. This Hugh was one of the Constables of
Wallingford Castle with Geoffrey de Chausy and others in
1215, when he received injunctions from King John to go and
protect it.3 He confirmed to the prior of Wallingford in 1235

the land in Goring which had been given to the priory by
William de Druval whose kinsman and heir he was,a and
rocognized the right of the priory of Eynsham to land granted
them by Thomas de Druval his grandfather. He made a
grant to his kinsman Ralph in about l24O by No. 6 in which
he mentions his court to which Ralph owed suit. He died
in 1240 and was succeeded by his son Hugh IIL

How many Hughs there were between 1240 and No. 50 in
1301, when Hugh de Druval occurs as lord of Goring for the
last time, is uncertain, but there must have been not less than
t'wo. The Hugh who succeeded in 1240 was granted respite
of knighthood,s doubtless owing to heavy expenses due on
aocount of the then equivalent of death duties. He must

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accordingly have been born not later than 1220. He rvas

granted free rvarren in all the demesne lands of his rnanor of
Garinges in 1254.1 Another Hugh, probably his son and
successor, was holding Goring as two Knights'fees of Edmuncl
earl of Cornwall in 1284-5.2 He granted his last chartcr as

lord of the manor in t30l and exchanged the m&nor of Goring
with Sir John Mohun in or before 1303 for that of fsle Brewer
in Somerset, but evidently did not, hold it long as by 1316 it
was in the possession of Thomas de Marleberge.s The John
Druval, who witnesses No. 48 and others along with this last
Hugh, may be taken to be his brother. With the death of
this Hugh the elder line of Druval came to an end.

2. Eld,er line, Aounger branch,. Hugh Druval, brother of
Thomas and guardian of his nephew Hugh I of the elder
branch, granted half an acre to the Nuns of Goring about
f I95 (2), his wife, Mabel, giving her consent together with
him. He died shortly afterwards and in 1196 his widow
Mabel obtained a royal licence to re-marry,4 and married
William de Sutton, who was alive in 1225 and witnesses No. 5,

which is a grant to his step-grandson. Hugh had a son Robert
who is mentioned in No. 5 and was alive in 1224 when he was
party to a fine in company with his mother and stepfather.E

Robert had a son Ralph who married Alice and was the
grantee of No. 5, grantor of lands to the Nuns in about 1250,

(No. 3), and witness to I{o. 7.

3. Younger l'ine. William l)ruval, the founder of this line,
was holding Goring, as we have already seen, from the Honour
of Wallingford in 1154. He had four sons, Richard, Ralph,
Robert and Hugh. The first three joined with him in a grant
he made to the Abbey of Eynsham at the time he entered his

fourth son Hugh a monk there.l Richard must have died

early. Robert, his son, was the grantor of No. 5 to his

kinsman Ralph, and is probably the witness of No. 2. To his

son Ralph, Thomas confirmed the grant made to him by his

father William during Thomas's minority. He apparently
took the name of Walensis, otherwise le Waleys or Ie Wales,

and was the founder of the family of that name separately
noticed below.

4. Others. There is a Eustachia Druval, we do not know

whose daughter, who was married to B,obert of Goring by
about 1250 (Nos. 9-10). By him she had two children. Her
son Robert, mentioned in No. l0 as reversionary heir to his

sister Gunnora, had a son Walter, who married fsabella
Druval,z and who granted an acre of land to Roger de la Ley
about 1285. Her daughter Gunnora married Otuel of Asthall
(No. ll). Others whom it is not now possible to place, are

Gunnora (No. 15) about 1270, who may have been sister to
Eustachia and so aunt to the other Gunnora ; Joan, mentioned
in the Hundred Rolls in 1279; Isabella, also mentioned in the
Hundred Rolls, who married Walter son of B,obert of Goring ;

and John, son of Peter, who was alive in 1303, and married
Alice North who quitclaimed her rights in her late husband's
lands to t'he elder John Loveday in 1312 (No. 91). The
editor has endeavoured to make out a table of the family,
but does not venture to recommend it &s over and above

trustworthy.

Hardwick was a, small manor in the parish of Whitchurch,
Oxfordshire. It was held by Milo Crispin together with
Whitchurch as part of his Honour of Wallingford, and was not
among the manors which he acquired on his marriage to
Maud, daughter of Robert d'Oilly. ft was he who gave the
tithes to the abbey of Bec Herlouin in Normandy, mentioned
in the endorsement to No. 265. Hardwick itself passecl into
the hands of a family who adopted the name of the manor as

their own. A full account of them rvill be found in Vol. 30,

No. 2, ol The Berlcs, Bucks and, aron Arclruological Journal, by
the Rev. Dr. A. H. Cooke. A Ralph de l{ardewyk is mentioned
by Dr. Cooke as early as about 1260, and the same name is

found as late as 1313. A William de Herdewyk is found also

as early as about 1260 and as late as 1360. The younger
William in 1360 held certain lands in Goring called Warreslond
of John Loveday II at a rent of 20 pence a year, with one

day's boon-work for reaping in autumn. Walter son of
William is mentioned in No. 33 about 1285, John and Guy in
1362, and Richard who had died sometime before 1463.

Now by an inquisitionl taken in March, 1395, it appears that
John Herdewyk had died in the previous November seized of
the demesne of Whitchurch as of the Honour of Wallingford,
besides other lands and tenements including two acres of land
and five aores of wood in Goring, of which he had obtained the
reversion on the death of his father John, whose name is
found in No. 246 in 1362. He had a son and heir, John, who
was eighteen years of age on the death of his father. He
must therefore have been born in 1377. We have accordingly
three John de Herdewyks, whose dates we can fix with
precision. The third John, who was l8 years of age in 1395,

would have married in or about the year 1400, and the Richard,
who died before 1463, would have been his son.

The second endorsement to No. 33 stated that " William
Robard says that, Thomas Walsch of lVhitchurch now holds

(a field in Goring) by right of his wife late daughter of Richard
Beche of Wokingham and widow of John Herdewyk." As

this is in an early lSth-century hand, and also as Thomas

Walsh was granted Whitchurch by King Henry V,l it must,

refer to the wife of the third John. The father of the first,

John is probably the William who was still alive in 1360, and

Guy, who witnesses I{o. 246 in 1362 along with John, will be

his brother. In Dr. Cooke's. pedigree, Walter de Herdwyk
was taken to be brother of the earlier William, as the two are

jointly mentioned in a deed of 1279. It is, however, certain
by No. 33, which is not earlier than 1290, that Walter was son

to this William. There appear also to be two Ralphs, as they
are found more than fifty years apart. One of these was

certainly contemporary with the elder William. To sum up,

we can be quite certain about the three Johns and Richard,
reasonably certain about the two Williams and Walter, and

quite uncertain about the two Ralphs.
It has been statedz that the Hardwick family died out and

rvas succeeded by the Cruchefleld or Critchfield family in the

reign of Henry VIII. This is erroneous, as Richard Hard.wick,

who died before 1463, left as his heir a sister Alice, who

married John Cruchefield. An account of the origins of this
family will be found in Dr. Cooke's article. Alice Hardwick's
husband w&s a citizen and skinner of London, whose will was

proved in L454. Alice had a son, John Cruchefield the elder,

who died in 1493. He had a son also called John, to whom he

made a grant in 1469 on the occasion of his marriage with
Joan Kidwelly. A tentative pedigree follows. The dates give

the first and last instances quoted either by the charters or in
Dr. Cooke's article. The first four are considered to have been

born in or about 12L5,1240,1265 and 1290.

The other Ralph, mentioned by Dr. Cooke in 12G0, may have
been brother to the elder William.

A Ralph (Randulphus or Radulphus) occurs from 1222 to
1260, who may be the father of William who is mentioned in
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No. 6 along with his wife Margaret in a deed which is certainly
not later than 1240. He and his wife appear in conjunction
with the same l{enry le Moner (i.e. Meunier) called there

Molenctinarius, as deforciants in a fine levied against them for
the same sum of 2s. in 124L.r

William Knight had two daughters, one of whom, Matilda,
married Simon Clerk (or the clerk) of Whitchurch. The other,

whose n&me was Beatrice, had a daughter Isabella (Nos. 14, 49).

Another member of the family is found as Williarn le Knyt in
1327 and asWilliam le Knyght in 1340 (Nos. 195,202). Thomas

Knyt or Knyfe fu l42I and 1440 may also possibly be a relative
(I{os. 287, 295). The spelling of the n&me seems to indicate

that the pronunciation of the sound gh began to disappear

early.

The Loveday family forms the centre of this collection of

charters, for hy them and owing to them it is that the collection

ryas first preserved as a whole. There are, however, so large a

number of members of it that it is exceedingly difficult and

uncertain to make sure of their relationship. While a con-

siderable amount is certain, there is a good deal that is more

or less hypothetical, and the solutions here propounded must

be considered as tentative.

I. TrrE MArN LrNE, DESoENDANTS ox'B,oBERT LoVEDAY.

Robert Loveday was already dead when members of his

family a,ppea,r in our deeds. He must have been born towards

the beginning of the thirteenth century and died some time
before 1290.

l. His eldest son was William, whom IMe ma,y name William
of Goring, as he is called when witnessing No. 36, so as to
distinguish him from William of l\{ongewell and William of
Applehanger. It is certain that he was son to Robert, because

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John Loveday f, who is continually called John son of Robert
receives grants along with his nephew Richard who is the son
of William, who was therefore brother of John. He was
probably born about 1250, and some time before lB00 made a
grant of a tenement to his daughter Christine who was the
wife of John tr'aber (No. 25). Though he is called X,aber in
the original charter his name was almost certainly Smith, as
he appears to have been the village blacksmith. One of the
conditions by which he held his tenement was that he should
shoe all his horses, mules and donkeys with the grantor's own
iron, and any old iron left over should go back to the grantor,
with compensation if any iron should get lost. Other sons of
William Loveday mentioned as heirs in reversion to Christine
and John tr'aber are Richard, who married another Christine,
and Walter.

William Loveday had two other sons, named Ralph and
John, whose names occur as heirs in reversion, in grants to
John Loveday f, younger brother of William. Richard was
afterwards knighted, and all three brothers, Richard, Walter
and John, later took the name of de la Ryvere, and Sir
Richard's seal has the arms of Rivers. Ralph is never called
de la Ryvere, and it seems likely that it was this Ralph Loveday
who purchased the manor of Hedsor in Buckinghamshire in
f 305. William died some time before tB22,leavinu a widow,
Eleanor, who appears to have survived him for some yea,rs.

2, The second son of Robert Loveday was John, who mad.e
extensive purchases in Goring and acquired the manor of
Elvenden. He must have been considerably younger than
William, as though some of 'William's 

children were manied
before 1300, John did not marry his wife Sarra till lB0T, and
his son John Loveday If, was born in l30g.

Besides the land he bought in Goring, Gatehampton and.
Elvenden, he also purchased three meadows called Foremede,
Middlemead and Lesegarstone, a holding also known as

d
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Loveday's Garstone in Sheffield, a m&nor in the parish of
Burghfield, Berkshire, and connected with Elvenden manor (3 1 6).

He died about 1330 and was succeeded by his son, John
Loveday II. The younger John soon afterwards granted to
his chaplain Thomas de Compton a considerable quantity
of land in Goring, at the rent of one farthing a, year, but with
the further obligation of celebrating masses and reciting dirges

for the soul of his father and mother, and for himself. The
chaplain was to say one mass of requiem daily in the chapel

where his father lay buried, unless prevented by illness. If
in any case he was not able to celebrate himself he must arrange

to have mass said by another chaplain or say two masses

himself on some other day. He was also to recite, in addition
to the usual offices required of him by the church, the office of
the Dead three times a week, on Mondays for his patron, on

Wednesdays for his mother, and on Fridays for his father,
and if on any day he forgets to recite his office, he must do so

some other day or employ some one else to do it. This was
the foundation of a regular chantry, and mass must have been

said in the north aisle of the present parish church. Thomas
de Compton apparently resigned his office in 1340 and gave
back to John Loveday the lands he had received from him.

Sarra, the widow of the elder John Loveday, survived her
husband for some ye&rs, dyr.g probably in 1354 or soon after.
During her widowhood she and her son acquired the fishery at
Runesford in Streatley, which is not to be confused with the
other fishery held by the Nuns.

John Loveday II proceeded to increase the estates left him
by his father, and besides purchasing much in Goring bought
lands at Woodcote, Whitchurch, Clifton Hampden and Burcot.
His wife's name was Joan, who is mentioned only once in all
the deeds by which he acquired property, thus difiering from
his mother Sarra, who appears in nearly all the grants made
to his father after his marriage. In 1354 he received a royal
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licence from King Edward III to enclose 200 acres of his
manor of Elvenden and make a park of it (lz3).1 Johnloveday
II died at the end of 1360 or the beginning of 186l, leaving
two daughters. The one with whom we are most concerned
was called Elizabeth. She married Henry de Aldryngton,
and at the time of her father's death was living with him at
Earley, near Reading, where he had lately purchased two
manors, namely Earley Bartholomew and Earley White
Knights.

The Earley m&nors eventually passed to John de Aldryngton,
son of Henry, and though Elizabeth and John Shilford her
second husband afterwards acquired an interest in them the
reversion was to the heirs of Shilford and not to those of
Elizabethz : and neither John de Aldryngton nor any repre-
sentative of his had anything to do with Elizabeth's property
in Goring either before or after her death. He must therefore
have either been a son of Henry by a former wife, or if a son of
Elizabeth he must have died young. He was, however, alive
in 1378. Henry de Aldryngton was evidently a very well-to-do
man as his wife's dower which was granted to Henry de
Cholsey in 1362 by No. 245 included land in Cholsey, Moulsford,
Streatley, Basildon, Reading, Tilehurst, Burghfield, Sulhamp-
stead, Englefield, Sulham and Theale. Her own share as
co-heir to her father included lands and tenements in Goring,
Southstoke, Whitchurch, Gatehampton and Woodcote, with
the reversion of the m&nor of Clifton Hampden.

She and her husband administered her property in Goring and
elsewhere conjointly til his death in August, tg71. She
erected a memorial to her parents and also to her husband
in the church. The antiquary Thomas Hearne gives the
following account of a visit to Goring church where he saw
the memorials :-

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" I also very well remember, that when I visited the

Nunnery church (for such 'tis reputed to have been) of

Goring in Oxfordshirc in 1717, I did not find any Manner

of Tokens, that any Nunns had been bury'd in it, which

makes me think, that they were eYen here buried in the

Chapter-House. Nor will it be of any validity to say

the Plates have been torn up in the Church as I could not
see any ground for such a conjecture. On the contrary

this Church hath pretty well escaped, being situated in
a By-Place, tho'formorly on a very great Road, namely

the Ikenild, or lkney, Way or rather Ikeni or Iceni Way
(so called from the people named Iceni, the Ancients

pronouncing c as we do k) which is much used by Stealers

of Cattle and other Robbers passed through it, and so by
a Bridge over to Streatly in Berkshire. To show that it
hath not sufiered much I saw the following monument

upon tho X'loor:

And there is another of about the same time, tho' without
date, to the memory of John Loveday and Joan his wife.

Both of them are as we enter the Church, and could not
well have escaped the furious rage of sacriligious hands,

had the Church Monuments incurr'd the same danger that
multitudes besides haYe."l

The brass to Henry de Aldryngton still exists, but the

Loveday brass has long since disappeared. Mr. Stone, in his

history of the priory, states that the matrix of this brass still
existed in 1893. It is, howeYer, no longer to be found.2

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Elizabeth did not long remain a widow, but during her widow-
hood she received, from Joan, widow of Sir John de Mohun, a
grant of lands in Goring including the property oI Juliana
Ifaycroft. Some time in 1378 she married John Shilford, a
London merchant, and until her death in January, 1401,
managed her property with him. -After her death John
Shil-ford put a brass in the church to her m€mory, which still
exists, though the inscription has been mutilated and the
parts wrongly re-arranged.l ft represents Elizabeth in an
attitude of prayer with a dog at her feet and a ca,nopy over
her head. The inscription should probably be read thus :-

A-fter his wife's death, Shilford left Goring and went to live in
the parish of St. Margaret's Lothbury in the ward of Coleman
Street, London. He assigned his life interest in his wifo,s
estates to Richard Wyot, John Scot, and others, with reversion
to Thomas atte 'Water.

The subsequent history of the resettlement of the Loveday
inhoritance has not been traced. An attempt was made to do
so, but it appeared to be impossiblo to come to any conclusion
sufficiently certain to be worth recording. Should anyone feel
disposed to try and work it out, the following points are perhaps
worth noticing. l. It is almost certain that we are not in
possession of all the documents ; for instance we do not posses"
a copy of the fine mentioned in No. 26g, and the lack of a few
deeds may easily lead one astray. 2. It is necessary to d,is-
tinguish definite grants intended to be settlements on partieular

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persons, from grants in trust, or to uses, and from collusive

reciprocal grants in pairs made to efiect new family settlement's

and to cut ofi entails, such as Nos. 291 and292. Of these pairs

of grants we may sometimes only have one half. Other

grants also are only leases, and Wyot and Scot appear to be

only leaseholders. 3. The situation is made more difficult' by

the fact that Thomas atte Water to whom John Shilford granted

the reversion of his interest in his wife's property, brings in
land he had acquired from other sources, such as the manors

of Colesbourne in Gloucestershire and Buscot, in Berkshire.

4. The number of women called Joan. It would seem that'

Joan, wid"ow of Thomas atte Water of No. 282 is the same

person as Joan wife of Simon R,alegh of No. 284. Joan, the

wife of Thomas Lufiyncote, who was executor to the will of

Joan Ralegh, was probably a relative of hers. J'oan, wife oI

J. Robert is an independent person'

It is uncertain who was the other daughter and coheir of

John Loveday. It is just possible she may have been Matilda,

wife of Thomas Boure. She and her husband do not appear

in Goring till after the death of John Loveday, when they

seem to be in the possession of considerable property.

No. 268 is sealed by them with the same, or a similar seal, to

the love-token seal used by Elizabeth.

3. Robert Loveday had a third son, Roger, who had a son

Richard, who appears as heir in reversion to his uncle John

in some of the later grants to him, after the departure of

Ralph Loveday to Hedsor.

II. LovEDAY oF MoNGEwSLL.

A William Loveday was holding Mongewell, a village on the

Oxfordshire side of the Thames not far from Wallingford, in
l27g.L In L294, by No. 39, he granted to Walter Wales his

right to certain lands he held from him as security for a debt

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recognized before Rauf de Sandwich, Mayor of London. He
is probably the same as tho William whose wife's n&mo was

Joan and to whom Simon X'ishor granted four and a half
acres in Goring in 1297. Mongewell was in possession of a
Ralph Loveday in 13161 and of the heirs of John Loveday
conjointly with Gilbert Wace in 1346.1 Doubtless the son

and grandson of the original William. The Ralph Loveday
rvho witnesses Nos. 103-113, and the John son of Ralph, who
witnesses No. lI3, 1316-f Bf 7 are probably this Ralph and John.

III. LovEDAY of,' EEDsoR.z

John de Hedsor sold the Manor of Hedsor in Buckinghamshire
to Ralph Loveday in 1305. This Ralph may be the son of
William Loveday of Goring, brother of the John who made

the extensive purchases in Goring, and the husband of a lady
bearing the unusual name of Hodierna. In tho first place

Ralph, who appears in the earlier grants to John a,s one of the
heirs in reversion, drops out in the later grants. In 1328 he

quitclaimed his right to any lands granted to John in Goring
(126). In the second place Ralph son of William Loveday
is not called de la Ryvere, as his brothers, Richard, Walter
and John were. In the third place, John his son w&s evidently
a near relative of the other John, as it was necessary for him
to grant his kinsman a quitclaim of any rights he might have

in lands belonging to him. B,alph Loveday of Hedsor settled
the manor on his son John and his wife Margaret in 1329.

John died in 1346 and was succeeded by his son, also called
John, who was then a minor and a ward of the Prince of
Wales.s Ho mamied Cecilia and died in 1362.

IV. LovEDAY oF aPPLErraNGEH,.

Applehanger is mentioned in the first charter as one of the
places in which the Nuns received a grant from Thomas de

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Druval. We know it was a small independent manor, but it
is not known in what part of the parish it was situated. It
is possible it may have been somewhere towards Goring
Heath or Woodcote, and it was of sufficient importance to
have its own dovecote (176). It was held by Hugh de Bixa in
1204, and in October, l224,.bhe abbot of Osney quitalaimed
the manor to Matilda his widow, which she claimed as her
dower.l Another William Loveday held it in 1347, when he

raised a mortgage from his kinswoman, Sarra widow of John
Loveday (240). He died sometime before 1359, leaving two
daughters. The elder, E1eanor, married John atte Beche, a

relative of the family of de la Beche of Aldworth, and had a
son, William, who quitclaimed his rights to his mother's half
share to Thomas Brounz. The younger daughter, Joan, was
the wife of John Tyrel, and she also resigned her share to
Brounz. In 1428 the manor was held as one flfth of a knight's
fee by John Beche and John Soundy.z

V. LovEDAY ox' oAMBRTDGESITTRE.

In The Kni,ghts of Erl,ward,.I, published by the Harleian
Society, 1930, there is a notice of a certain Sir William Loveday,
son of Sir Roger. He, having 920 of. lands in Oxfordshire,
was summoned to serve overseas, 12 Jrly, 1297, and to serve

against the Scots, 24 June, 1301. He was committed for
'breaking his close ' at Goryng, Oxon, and taking two bucks,
16 March, 1305. He also owed f40 in Oxforclshire, 8 June,
1315. He is probably the 'Dominus Willelmus Lovedai' who
witnesses No. 34 shortly after 1290, and distinct from William
of Goring, William of Mongewell, and William of Applehanger.
He was a Knight of the shire for Cambridgeshire in 1321.

Of this famous lamily we are only concerned with that

branch that held the lordship of Checkendon, a small village
near Goring Heath. It probably acquired the manor from
Adeliza, Queen of King Henry f, at the same time as she gave
Stanton Harcourt to her cousin Millisent, who married Robert
Marmion before 1130. He died about ll43 and was succeeded

by his son Robert, who married Matilda, daughter of William
cle Beauchamp, and who gave the church of Checkendon to
Coventry Priory about 1170. The Sir William Marmion who
was holding Checkendon in 1218 was probably son to this
second Robert. No. 18 is witnessed by Sir Geoffrey and his
son William, the former being son to the above Sir William.
He is mentioned in Boarstal,l 30 in 1245, and died before 1255.

William, his son, was holding the manor at his death in 1266.

He has a son, John, who came of age in l28l and who held
Checkendon in 1284 as one Knight's fee of a certain Philip
Marmion, who held it of the Earl of Cornwall, who held it of
the King 'i,n cagtite.\ He witnesses No. 4 in 1293 and received

a grant of land from Walter Wales at Elvenden (No. 33) in
1294. He is also witness to No. 50 in l30l and to No. 54 at
about, the same date, when he is called " senior." By No. 90

in 1312 he quitclaims to the elder John Loveday his rights to
lands at, Goring Heath held from him by Walter 'Wales or
Felicia his wife as her dowry. He had a son, also called

John, who was alive in 1355. On the death of this John tho
manol passed to his brother, Thomas, who had two daughters,
one of whom, Margery, married Walter le Smith, and the
other Alice, who married William Halingrigge. Alice also

has two daughters, the eldest of whom, Cecily, married John

r ?eudal, Add,s,IV, L54.
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de B,ede about, 1370, who thus acquired a quarter share of tho
manor of Checkendon. This John took part in the resettloment

of the lands forming the Loveday inheritance in Elvenden and

elsewhere, after the death of Elizabeth, daughter and co-hoiress

of the younger John Loveday. The second quarter of the
manor which had belonged to Margery, sister of Cecily, was

also acquired by the Redes about 1435. John Rede had a son,

Edmund, who held the manor of Gatehampton in 1428 in
succession to Thomas Whitchurch,l and it was his son Sir
Edmund Rede who obtained the remainder of the manor of

Checkendon through the purchase in L44l of this other
half which had belonged to Walter le Smith of Woodcote and
had passed into the hands of a certain Richard Marmion. Sir
Edmund had a son, William, who predeceased him, and who
had a son also called William, who witnesses No. 312 in 1493'

The names of two other members of the Marmion family
occur in the charters. The first is William, who is a witness

to No. 214 in 1460, and may have been the William who was

lord of the manor of Phillis court, Henley, and made a wiII on

the 5th of April, 1470, in which, amongst other persons he

mentions Edmund Rede, Parris Marmion and William
Halingrigge,2 the latter being doubtless a distant kinsman.

Or he may have been William, son of John Marmion of Stoke,

who was son to the Richard who sold Checkendon to Sir
Edmund Rede. The second is John Marmion of Stoke, who
witnesses No. 315 in 1469 and is probably the John, son of
B,ichard, previously mentioned. Several other details about,

tho Rede family, including the will of Sir Edmund, will be

found in the Boarstall, Cartulary.
The arms of Marmion are usually given either as Va'ir, three

mascl,es gules,a ot as Va,'i,r, three l,ozenges gules.a But No. 90

has the seal of the elder John showing a shield uair with the
three lozenges stl a bend,. Again, the seal of Joanna de

I Eeuilal, Ai,il,s,1Y,20l.

This family only appears at Goring for a short time. Ralph
Musard (12)married Cecilia (9) and had four children, Reginald

and Williarn (10), and Eustachia and Emma (12), and died

about 1240. William, rvho witnesses No. 42 in 1285, is

probably of the next generation.
A family of the same name was holding Chieveley in

Berkshire at the same time, Ralph Musard in 1230, who was

succeeded by his son Robert,, who was again succeeded by
another Ralph who was holding the manor in 1260. It is

possible that the Goring Ralph may be the same person as

the elder Ralph at Chieveley.
Emma seems to have left her na,me permanently attached

to a field called Emmecroft.

The home of this ancient and illustrious family was at

Dunster castle in Somersetshire, and it has only a passing

connection with Goring and Streatley. The first member of
it to appear in these charters is Sir Reginald or Sir Reynold,
son of another Sir Reginald by Alice, daughter of Sir William
Briwere. His first wife's name was Hawise or Avice, about

whose parentage there has been considerable confusion. John
Osberne, who is described by Sir H. Maxwell-Lyte as " the
untrustworthy chronicler of tho Mohun family," states that
she was a daughter of WiIIiam de Mandeville, earl of Bssex,

but this statement has not hitherto met with acceptance.

1 Dominus J, de Movyn on p, 23 is Sir John do Moigne'
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Then Dugdale said that she was a sister of Humphrey de Bohun,
earl ofEssex, and this solution has also been rejected as being
due to a confusion between the names Bohun and Mohun.
But though not a sister she was closely related to the Bohun
family.l The general opinion has been that she was the
daughter of William X'leming of Ottery and Stoke, who certainly
had connections with the Mohuns. And that is the conclusion
to which Sir H. Maxwell-Lyte arrives on weighing the evidence
and in opposition to the older genealogists.

Nevertheless, there seems to be some Life yet in the older
genealogists, and Hawise was without any doubt sister to
William de Mandeville, sixth earl of Essex, as is proved by
the following royal mandate, printed in the Close Rolls.

" Rex Vicecomiti Berkscire salutem. Precipimus tibi
quod habere facias Hawisie sorori W. comitis de Mandeville
talem seisinam de manerio de Stradlegh cum pertinenciis
qualem inde habuit quando terre que fuerunt predicti
comitis occasione mortis sue precepimus cepi in manum
nostram. Teste me ipso apud Westmonasterium xxix. die
Marcii anno regni nostri xi."2

It is accordingly clear that Sir Reginald Mohun obtained
the Streatley lands through his marriage with Hawise. William
X'leming held lands at Streatley during the lifetime of Sir
Reginald and after his wife's death, but only as an under-
tenant. Sir Reginald appears to have been a knight-errant of
a romantic kind and it is related that Pope Innocent IY gave
hirn a golden rose and conferred upon him the title of Earl of
Somerset, a title which, though not officially recognized in
England, was apparently occasionally used.

He founded Newenham Abbey with lands in Devon and
Somerset, and ever showed himself a devout son of the church.
He had a son John, who married Joan, daughter of William

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de Ferrers, earl of Derby, and died in the lifetime of his father,
who founded masses for the repose of his soul. Sir Reginald
died in 1258 and wa,s succeeded in his estates by his grandson,

Sir John, with whom we are not concerned. IIe married
Dleanor X'itzpiers, and died in 1279. He was succeeded by his
son John Mohun III, then under age. During his minority
the manor of Streatley was held by his cousin, I{umphrey de

Bohun, earl of Hereford and Essex. This Sir John did what
others have done since, namely, having first lived at Streatley
under the shadow of the hill, he thought he would come and
live at Goring and look south at the sun. IIe accordingly
exchanged the manor of Isle Brewer in Somerset, which he
was holding in 1285,1 for that of Goring with Sir Hugh Druval.
This transaction must have taken place between l30l when
Sir Hugh was still lord of Goring (50) and 1303 when we find
him established at fsle Brewer.z

He appears several times in the charters as lord of Goring
and made grants to the elder John Loveday. He married
Ada, daughter of Robert Tiptoft, and died in 1330. He had
several children, the eldest of whom, Sir John Mohun IV
fought in the battle of Borough Bridge in 1322, and died
soon afterwards in his father's lifetime. One of his other
sons, Payne de Mohun, is mentioned in No. 233 by his nephew
as his " treschier oncle," and to him his mother bequeathed
" a choir cope wrought with gold."

Sir John V, who succeeded to his ancestral estates on the
death of his grandfather, was born in 1320 and became one of
the leading men of his day. He served at the battle of Crecy
and was one of the original Knights of the Garter. The Black
Prince made him a present of a horse called Gay Grisel. As
he was a minor at the time of his grandfather's death his
wardship was given by the Crown to Henry de Burghersh,

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bishop of Lincoln, and afterwards to Bartholomew, lord
Burghersh, whose daughter Joan he subsequently married.
He seems, as Sir H. Maxwell-Lyte says, to have squandered
his resources. He granted to John Loveday in 1350 (162) all
the lands he held of him in Goring and elsewhere for the rent
of one rose a year, a privilege for which Loveday probably
paid a considerable sum, and in l35l (166) he raised a mortgage
from Lovedey on lands in Eastfield and Haydene. He also
made during several years, a large number of grants to Loveday.
He died in 1375. His wife, Joan Burghersh, is said to have
been a strong-minded character. She, with her daughter
Elizabeth, countess of Salisbury, 'w€ro a,mong the very few
women, subjects of the Crown, who have obtained the honour
of wearing the robes of the Order of the Garter, in which they
used to appear at Court from time to time. ft is told of her
that she obtained from her husband as a gilt to the poor as

much land as she could walk round in one day, barefooted.
During her husband's lifetime she acquired a settlement
giving her the porver to dispose of the Mohun inheritance.
She sold Dunster castle and the Sornerset Domains outright to
Lady Elizabeth Luttrel, and gave a lease for her lifetime of
her lands in Goring to Elizabeth, daughter of John Loveday
II and widow of Henry de Aldryngton.

Sir John and Lady Mohun had three daughters. The
eldest, Elizabeth, who was born at Goring, married William
de Montacute, earl of Salisbury, and died in 1415. The
second daughter Philippa, maried Edward, duke of York,
who was killed at the battle of Agincourt in 1415. It is
stated in the Xeud,al Aidsr that Goring was held in 1428 by
Elizabeth, countess of York, and lately by John Molyn, which
is evidently an error for Philippa duchess of York, and John
Mohun. The third daughter, Maud, married Sir John le
Strange and inherited the manor of Streatley. She had & son,

I IV, 2ol.
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Sir Richard le Strange, who was the last in descent of the main
branch of the Mohun family.

X'our difierent seals appear in the charters, all of which are
illustrated in the article in the Arch,uological, Jourum,l above
referred to. The first, of which we possess only an incomplete
copyl shows the original arms of Mohun as borne by Sir
Reginald, namely Gules a d,erter ha,nd, habi,teil i,n a maunch
argent (not ermi,ne) and, hold,i,ng a fl,eur d,e l,is or. ft was the third
Sir John that abolished this ancient coat and substituted Or,
a cross engrailed, sable. We have a few of his sealsz shewing
these arms and several of the seal of his successor, with the
same arms within a more elaborate frame.s Of the fourth
seal, that of Joan, Lady Mohun, we also have only one
incomplete example, shewing the arms of Mohun and Burghersh
on two shields accoll6s.a

The founder of this family was Ralph, son of William Druval,
who took the name of Walensis sometime before 1170. He
appears with his son Bartholomew as witness to No. 2 in
ll95 or shortly before. Then follow three of the name of
Walter. The first is witness to No. 5 irt 1222 and therefore
must have been born somewhat before 1200. The last was
alive in 1295, and in ch. 40 granted to Gilbert de Chalcore on
his marriage to his sister, Emma, the land formerly called la
Gores belonging to their mother Isabella. Emma would
scarcely have been more than twenty years old at the timo of
her marriage, and therefore we may reasonably conclude that
the Walter of 1222 would have been her grandfather, and
Isabella her mother, the wife of an intermediate Walter.

A John Wales occurs in 1309 and a Joan in 1310, who may
either be children of Walter III or a younger brother and
sister. Also, a Ralph le Wales, clerk, occurs as a witness of
No. 28 in about 1285. Other persons bearing the name are
found at a later dato. In 1390, Elizabeth Loveday and her
husband John Shilford grant to Roger Waleis and Katherino,
his wife a ten-year lease of the crofts in Goring called Eastfields.

The fifteenth-century endorsernent to ch. 33 states Thomas
Walssh of Whitchurch held some land in Goring called Colo-
manneshamstal in right of his wife, who was daughter of
Richard Bechel of Wokingham and widow of John Hardwick.
It was to this Thomas Walssh that King Henry V granted
Whitchurch. Both he and his father-in-law witness No. 268,
so he may have had some connection with the Goring family.
For a pedigree, see under Druval.

LITUR,GICAL CALENDAB,.

The following is a list of the Saints and other festivals
employed in the dating of the chartors. Goring was in the
diocese of Lincoln, and Streatley in that of Salisbury, but tho
former would probably, and the latter certainly, have usod the
books of the Sarum rite. The only saint specially connected
with Lincoln mentioned is S. Hugh, and he is commemorated
in the Sarum Calendar. No northern saints aro included, and
all except those on 22Eeb., 14 Apr., 31 illay and l0 July are
to be found in the Prayer-book Calendar. Only one instance
is quoted for each name.
