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PREFACE.

SOME eightjyears ago the Warden and Fellows of New College
voted a sum of 450 to be spent on printing some of the
College records, and suggested that the deeds of Newington
Longeville would be suitable. In the course of 1914 some
progress wasjmade, but nothing more was done until after the
War. When the Oxfordshire Record Society was founded
the Committee accepted the material, although it concerns
Buckinghamshire rather more than Oxfordshire,on the ground
that the grant of New College would enable the subscribers to
receive a larger volume for their subscription. The thanks of
the Society are due to New College, who have allowed their
grant to be used in this way.
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INTRODUCTION.

ALIEN priories supplied much of the endowment of New
College, Oxford ; Hornchurch in Essex, a cell of the monas-
tery of Mountjoy in Savoy, Takeley in Essex, a cell of the
Abbey of St. Walery, and Newington Longeville, a cell of
Longeville Giffard in Normandy, supplied more than half of
the property of the College. But there is a difference in the
way in which these priories were acquired. The two former
were purchased from the lawful owners by William of
Wykeham ; the third was confiscated to the Crown in 1414
and was given to New College by Henry VI in 1441. From
the year 1337 to 1360, while England was at war with
France, and again from 1369, when war was resumed, the
alien priories were not allowed to send money to the mother
houses in France, and the rents were to be paid to the king ;
but the properties were not forfeited, and would return to their
owners when peace was declared. Meanwhile the king was
willing, for a consideration, to allow the mother houses to sell
these properties, and William of Wykeham, with the king’s
licence, bought the Priories of Hornchurch and Takeley, with
their possessions, and much of the property of the Priory of
Harmondsworth. No doubt he obtained them cheaply ; they
were of no use to their owners, as long as the war lasted, and
the mother houses were glad to sell them ; the Bishop also
was glad to buy them, and the king was glad to obtain a
commission, and all parties were pleased.

But as the war continued and became more bitter, there
arose the suggestion that the property of alien houses should
be confiscated to the king, and this was decreed by Parliament
in 1414. It was the same in the late war; the property of
enemies was in 1914 placed in the hands of guardians, but as the
months passed there was a demand that the property should

be confiscated. But though the Priory of Newington Longe-
ville was granted to the Crown in 1414, it did not pass into
the king’s hands until 1441, because before 1414 Sir Ralph
Rochefort, to whom the king owed money, had been granted a
lease of it for life. The king, as soon as he obtained posses-
sion, by Letters Patent of April 3, 1441 granted it “at the
request of mag. Thomas Bekington, his secretary, to the
Warden and Fellows of New College, whose possessions are
diminished and insufficient to maintain their burdens, in order
that they may in future pray more heartily for the said king ”.!
It was a very liberal gift, which has been rather dwarfed by the
greater gifts of William of Wykeham. The properties of
Newington Longeville were worth about £150 a year, a sum
which by itself was more than adequate for the foundation of
a college ; and no king or queen had made a gift to Oxford
that could compare with it. Neither Queen’s College nor
Oriel College, which called itself the King’s College, had
received from their royal founders a quarter of what New
College received from Henry VI: and of the income of New
College at the time of the Valor Ecclesiasticus (1535), a fifth
or a sixth came from the gift of Henry VI.

When New College obtained the lands of the Priory of
Newington, it received few title deeds. In the Newington
Longeville drawer in the College Muniment Room there are
170 documents, and about thirty more in the drawers labelled
Hanney, Horwood, and Weston ; but some of these are later
than the reign of Henry V, when the priory was suppressed,
and many more date from the eighty years between 1337 and
1414, when alien priories were in the hands of the king.
There are less than seventy deeds that are earlier than 1337, a
very small number in proportion to the value of the priory.
When William of Wykeham bought the Priories of Takeley
and Hornchurch, each of them had more than 500 deeds, which
are still preserved at New College, although in value they
were inferior to Newington Longeville. If it is remembered
that Newington was confiscated, and that the other two houses
were bought, we have the explanation. Title deeds were not
kept at the cell, but at the mother house in France, and were
not handed over when the cells were confiscated by Parlia-
ment. One of the documents at New College ? is a scedhule

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of the deeds which were handed over on Aug. 5, 1358, by
William de Tevolio, the outgoing prior of Newington, to
Peter de Sales, who had been appointed his successor ; they
are only thirty-four in number, and with few exceptions are
still among the Newington Longeville deeds. It is not
difficult to see why some deeds were kept at Newington while
the main body was kept at Longeville. Many of the posses-
sions of Newington were portions of tithe in different parishes,
or pensions from the incumbent, and every three years,
when the Bishop made his visitation, he demanded by
what title the monks had this income from parish churches,
and it was necessary to produce the charters of Bishops which
authorised these payments. After 1358 a few deeds may
have been transferred from Longeville to Newington, so that
New College obtained more than thirty-four deeds that are
earlier than 1358 ; but there can be little doubt that many
deeds always remained at Longeville.

In the process of copying the Newington deeds at New
College, a discovery of some interest was made. The College
possesses a transcript of its deeds which was made about
1640. It is in six volumes, and is generally known as the
College Cartulary ; its contents are identical with the contents
of the Muniment Room, the College having lost nothing since
1640. In addition, there is an earlier Cartulary, known as the
Liber Niger, which is shown by internal evidence to have been
written about 1530. It has been assumed that, like the later
Cartulary, it contains nothing but what is found in the
Muniment Room ; and for the greater part of the Liber Niger
this seems to be the case; but in that part of it which contains
deeds of Newington, it was soon seen that there were deeds
that are no longer at New College. Nearly half the deeds
that are printed below are found only in the Liber Niger, and
among them is one which speaks of a Chancellor at Cam-
bridge five years earlier than has been known hitherto, and two
which mention a monastic house in Buckinghamshire known
as Kodesmere, of which neither Dugdale, nor Tanner, nor the
local historians have any knowledge. As a whole, these deeds
in the Liber Niger are early and interesting, and a find such as
is not very common.

If we ask where the Liber Niger found these deeds, the
natural assumption is that they were at that time in the College
Muniment Room and were lost between 1520 and 1640.
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But if the College lost so many Newington deeds, why did
it not lose deeds of other places? Further, many of the deeds
seem to be copied from a Cartulary, not from originals;
when the Liber Niger reproduces any of the deeds we possess,
it gives the names of the witnesses to the deed, but the deeds
that are peculiar to the Liber Niger are without the witnesses,
and end with the words, “hiis testibus, etc.,” after the manner
of many Cartularies. Though most of the title deeds were
kept at Longeville, there may have been a Cartulary at
Newington, which came into the hands of New College in
1441. Or it may be that a Cartulary was made for New
College by the monks of Longeville; for though the Priory
of Newington was confiscated in 1414, there seems to have been
some dealings between New College and Longeville in 1445.!
When we come to deal with the records about Long Wittenham
it will be shown that about 1490 New College possessed a
“Register of the Prior of Longeville,” of which there is now
no trace.

The earliest of the Longeville deeds to be found at New
College appears to be the very large charter of Henry II of the
year 1155, the longest charter of that king that is known,
comprising not only the properties in England but also those
in Normandy.? But the lands in England which were held
by Longeville had been given to the monks long before, and
they must have had earlier charters about them. One such
charter is preserved in France, and has been printed by Mr.
Round in his Calendar of Documents in France (p. 74); it is a
confirmation of Henry I, and by its witnesses can be assigned
to the years 1106-1109. Karlier than this there must have
been a deed, or deeds, by which the lands in England were
granted to Longeville; for charter No. 1 says? that they were
given by Walter Giffard who married Agnes, that is Walter
Giffard (IT), who died in 1102, as Orderic informs us. This
was the Walter Giffard who founded Longeville Priory about
1080, and it is probable that that was the date when most of
the property in England was given. It is true that Domesday
Book which was drawn up in 1086 does not mention the
monks of Longeville as landowners in England, but the
manors of Newington and Horwood, though designed for
Longeville, may have been kept in Giffard’s hands as long

as he lived. What makes it likely that the endowment was
given before 1086 is that in several cases the monks were
granted the tithe of the demesne of manors which by 1086 were
no longer in the hands of Walter Giffard but had been granted to
his knights. Unless these manors at a later date reverted into
the hands of Giffard, we do not see how he could have granted
the tithe of the demesne ; for he no longer had power over it.

The property of Longeville, as described in the deed of
Henry I, was less than it became subsequently. At this
earlier date they held nothing in Berkshire or Oxfordshire;
they had only two manors in Buckinghamshire, Newington
and Horwood, and in Norfolk three churches but no manor.
Most of the property of Longeville consisted of the tithes of
the demesnes of the various manors which were in the hands
of Walter Giffard in the county of Buckingham. In the early
Norman days a portion of the land of the manor, on an
average about a third, was retained in the hand of the lord
and was called his demesne ; the remainder was granted to
villains, who instead of paying rent were compelled to till
the lord’s demesne, supplying not only labour, but also the
necessary implements. The demesne, therefore, might be
looked upon as vacant land, without inhabitants, and perhaps
for this reason it was lawful to take the tithe of the demesne
from the rector of the parish. It would not have been fair to
take the tithe of the villains, as the rector had to attend to
their religious needs. It was a method of endowment which
was common at the end of the eleventh century, but was
rare in the next century. In Oxfordshire we have similar
examples in St. George’s Chapel at the castle, and in the
Priory of Coggs, the former being endowed about the year
1070 with two-thirds of the tithe of the demesnes of the manors
of Robert d’'Oyly and Roger d'Ivri; the latter about the
year 1103 was endowed with two-thirds of the tithes of the
demesnes of all the manors of Manasses Arsic. In the next
century, when ecclesiastical rules became stricter, this method
of transferring tithes was not allowed, but another system was
followed, a monastery being occasionally granted the great
tithes of a parish and holding the position of rector.

It has sometimes been said that if laymen were allowed in
the eleventh century to transfer their tithe from one object to
another, it proves that tithe was considered a free-will offering
and might have been withdrawn altogether. But it must be
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observed that it was only lawful to transfer the tithe from the
parish priest when it was given to a still more deserving
recipient, monks at that time being reckoned more acceptable
to God than parish priests. Secondly, it was only the tithes of
the demesne that might be transferred. And thirdly, even this
step required the permission, or at all events the confirmation,
of the Bishop; and we have among our deeds the charters of
the Bishops of Salisbury, Lincoln, and Norwich authorising
the monks of Longeville to receive these portions of tithe
which had been given them in the past.

In the Taxatio of Pope Nicholas which was drawn up in
1291 the monks of Longeville are returned as having portions
in some churches and pensions in others. The difference is
merely this, that where the tithes were still the property of
the monks but were leased from time to time at a varying
figure according as prices rose or fell, they were said to have a
portion in the church; but when the tithe had been granted
away permanently to the rector of the church in return for a
fixed payment, in that case the monks had a pension. When
a monastery obtained the appropriation of a church, it was
customary that another monastery which had a portion in the
church should surrender it and receive in exchange a pension ;
and Longeville surrendered several portions to Notley Abbey
in return for a pension.

But some pensions arose in another way. In the earliest
charters we find a list of churches which were given to the
monks, and in the heading of deeds we speak of them as the
gift of so many advowsons. Such the property came to be
in the thirteenth century, but in the twelfth century the pos-
session of a church by Longeville was more than the right to
present to the living. The charter of Pope Urban states that
the monks might place temporary vicars, or as we should say
curates-in-charge, in the churches they possessed, to attend to
the cure of souls, while the monks would receive the emolu-
ments. In the next century a reform was made, and if an
appropriation of a church was granted, there was to be an
adequate endowment for a perpetual vicar; in most cases there
was no appropriation, but the monks in return for what they
had lost were granted a small pension. Hence we find the
monks of Longeville receiving the tithe of the demesne and a
pension as well in parishes where they had been granted the
church as well as the tithes of the demesne.
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It is not certain which is the earliest charter of Longeville
that is preserved at New College ; the confirmation by Henry 11
is of Sept. 1155, and the confirmation by Walter Giffard
and his wife seems to be between 1152 and 1158, Perhaps
the best hypothesis is that the king’s charter is the earlier;
for it contains some properties which are omitted in the con-
firmations by Bishop Robert de Chesney (about 1164) and Pope
Urban (about 1186), whereas the charter of Walter Giffard
agrees with them. The king’s charter mentions three pro-
perties in Buckinghamshire of which we hear nowhere else,
namely, the church of Crendon, the tithe of the demesne
of Crendon, and the tithe of the demesne of Chearsley, for
that must be what is meant by the name “ Jerdeslaia”. It
was about 1155 that Walter Giffard was endowing the abbey
of Notley near Thame, and gave it the churches of Crendon
and Chearsley, and we may assume that between the charter
of Henry II and the charter of Walter Giffard, these two pro-
perties had been given to Notley, and Longeville had sur-
rendered its claims. Probably in return it received from
Walter Giffard the manor of West Hanney ; for in the charter
of Henry II there is no mention of this property. If this
guess is correct, it shows that the foundation of Notley Abbey
took place shortly after 1155.

It may be noticed that we do not speak of the foundation
of the Priory of Newington Longeville by Walter Giffard, and
any such expression would be inaccurate. Neither Walter
Giffard nor Henry II speak of any priory at Newington;
and, as will be shown, there never was a priory there in the
ordinary sense of the word. In some cases when a Norman
baron gave lands to a foreign house, he bargained that a
daughter house should be founded in England, and such was
the case with the Priory of Sele in Sussex, and with Monk
Sherborne in Hampshire, But Walter Giffard makes all his
gifts direct to Longeville, and does not even mention a
daughter house in England.- It is true that the editor of the
Bucks Victoria County History, in the account of Newington
Longeville, assumes that Giffard contemplated a priory at
Newington because he promises that the monks shall have
from the wood of Whaddon all that is necessary for building
houses at Newington, and making hedges and for firing; but
these words have no reference to the erection of monastic
buildings, but are merely the ordinary grant of house-bote,
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hay-bote, and fire-bote which were often made by owners of
woods. It seems to have been assumed that the monks of
Longeville would keep the manor of Newington in their own
hands, and that it would be a place where their agent could
live; but there is no mention of any Prior of Newington in
the early deeds, and from first to last there is no mention of
any priory buildings, As our documents show, there were
no more than two monks resident at Newington, and some-
times only one, sent over from the monks of Longeville to
manage their English properties; and if one of these monks
bore the title Prior, he was almost as often known as the
proctor or agent of Longeville. No doubt Newington is called
a priory in medieval deeds, but this need not imply that it
had monastic buildings. Like many another alien priory it
had no chapel, no refectory, no cloister, no chapter house.
These things were unnecessary where there were only two
members, who took no novices and did nothing more than
act as agents for the Priory of Longeville. Some few alien
priories had proper monastic buildings, but most of them had
none, and needed nothing more than a manor house or a
rectory house in which the two members resided. This was
the case with Coggs and Minster Lovel, the alien priories in
Oxfordshire ; at each place two foreigners resided, who were
sent over for a few years to look after the English properties,
and then were recalled ; and we hear of no monastic buildings,
nor should we expect them. At one time a monk resided at
Kirtlington, but because he did not take the title prior, we
do not look for monastic buildings; but there was no more
reason why there should have been such buildings at Coggs
or Minster Lovel. ~When Buck, at the beginning of the
eighteenth century, was making his drawings of the ruins of
monasteries, he came to Minster Lovel, and assuming that the
priory must have had buildings, he took a drawing of the only
medieval ruin he could find, and called it Minster Lovel
Priory. But his sketch is the ruins of the manor house of the
Lovel family ; and there were no buildings of the priory, either
in his time or in the Middle Ages. Though the head resident
in an alien cell might bear the title of prior, he was very
different from an ordinary prior; he was not elected but
nominated, and only bore his title for a short time, and when
he was recalled to the mother house, he ceased to be a prior.

Walter Giffard (III) died in 1164, as we are informed by
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Robert de Monte, and the Necrology of Longeville which has
been printed in Recueil des historiens de France (tome xxiii)
assigns his death to Sept. 18. This is in accordance with
the testimony of the Pipe Rolls, where we find that lands of
the Honour of Giffard are accounted for at Michaelmas, 1165
and 1166, and in subsequent years, and as the income at
Michaelmas, 1165, is estimated at the same figure as the
income at Michaelmas, 1166, it is evident that Giffard died
before Michaelmas, 1164. On the other hand, if he had died
much before Michaelmas, we should probably find in the Pipe
Roll of 1164 a return of the profits of his lands. The Honour
was long kept in the king’s hands, but was ultimately divided
between two heiresses, one of whom married Richard de Clare,
Earl of Hertford (died 1217), and the other William Marshall,
Earl of Pembroke. It was to the latter that the property in
Buckinghamshire descended, with the title Count of Longeville.
When the male line of William the Marshall became extinct,
the portion of his barony to which Newington was attached
passed to Richard, Earl of Gloucester and Hertford. We have
a charter! by which he grants that the manors of Newington,
Horwood, Akeley, and Hanney shall have the view of franc-
pledge; and we have another by William the Marshall of
about the year 1200 exempting? the monks from toll or
custom on goods which are sent from England to Normandy
(for such seems to be the meaning), provided that they are for
the personal use of the monks of Longeville. Except for
these two small privileges, and for the gift of a few acres of
land in Newington and Witchingham, the monks of Longeville
received nothing after the death of Walter Giffard. It could
hardly be expected that residents in England would be anxious
to endow a monastery in Normandy, and after the reign of
John, when Normandy was lost to England, such a thing was
out of the question.

Before we enumerate the properties of Longeville and
trace their history until they came into the hands of New
College, we may first deal with those properties which were
lost at an early time and of which we have no trace but in the
four charters of Henry II, Walter Giffard, Bishop Robert de
Chesney, and Pope Urban. They are the tithes of the
demesnes of Buckingham, Burton (a hamlet in the parish of

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Buckingham), Addingrove in the parish of Oakley, Winchen-
don, Lamport, Mursley, and Battlesden in Bedfordshire. We
can only guess why these properties were lost, but in the
cases of Buckingham, Burton, Addingrove, and Winchendon,
the monks of Longeville found themselves possessed of a por-
tion of tithe in a church which belonged to another ecclesias-
tical body, the church of Buckingham being appropriated to
Lincoln Cathedral, Oakley to St. Frideswide’s, and Winchendon
to Notley Abbey. Under such circumstances one monastery
was often induced to surrender its rights to the monastery
that owned the church. In the case of Mursley there was
probably another cause at work. Much of the land there was
given to the Cistercian Abbey of Woburn, and as the Cister-
cians had the privilege that they need pay no tithes on land
which they themselves farmed, there would have been no
tithes of the demesne of Mursley as long as Woburn kept it
in its own hands. We do not know at all how the tithe of
the demesne of Battlesden and of Lamport was lost but the
Cartularies of Missenden, Luffield, Woburn, and Bitlesden
might have something to say if they were printed. It may
be pointed out that the tithes of the demesne of Winchendon
are mentioned only in the charter of Henry Il and Robert de
Chesney, and are omitted in the charters of Walter Giffard
and Pope Urban. Whether we can press this point and
assert that Chesney’s charter was earlier than Giffard’s is
doubtful ; possibly this tithe had been lost before 1164, al-
though Chesney mentions it in his confirmation, for the list of
properties that is given there is far from accurate.

BUCKINGHAMSHIRE.

As half the property of Longeville was in Buckinghamshire,
we may begin with this county; and first the manor of
Newington, which the monks held from the earliest time
together with the advowson of the church. It is not
mentioned in the early grants that the monks were to have
the tithe of the demesne; but if it was intended that they
should reside at Newington and keep the demesne in their
own hands, it was unnecessary to speak of the tithe, for all
monastic lands, as long as they were in the hands of their
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owners, were exempt from tithe until the time of Pope
Adrian IV (1154-1159). Perhaps when Adrian curtailed
this privilege, and great tithes were due to the rector, it
was agreed that, in return, the Rector of Newington should
pay to the monks an annual pension of two marks; this
pension was certainly paid from an early time, though we
have no deed to record its origin, and it is still paid to New
College.

This manor does not seem to have been leased to a layman
until 1367, when it was leased to Nicholas de Tamworth, and
even then he was to maintain at Newington two monks of
Longeville to perform the due monastic services.!

The manor of Akeley seems to have been one of the later
gifts to the monks of Longeville. In the charter of Henry I,
confirming the possessions of Longeville, the monks are re-
corded to have the tithes of the demesne of Akeley; but in
the charters of Walter Giffard and Henry II there is added
the manor and the church of Akeley. The parish of Akeley
is small, and the manor of Akeley, being only half the parish,
was and is of little value. We have only three deeds about
this property ; the first, which seems to be before 1173, records
that Akeley was a daughter church of Leckamsted and ought
to pay 2s. a year, as a sign of this dependence ; the second
describes what the monks obfained for the tithes of the
demesne in 1236, but at the time of Valor (1535) and in
modern times these tithes seem to have been granted to the
rector, and there was no payment of a pension ; the third deed
is interesting for its seal of Gilbert Marshall, Earl of Pembroke.
An equestrian seal is generally 24 to 3 inches in diameter, but
this is little more than an inch; in this respect Gilbert followed
the pattern of his father, William the Marshall, whose seal ? is
little more than an inch in diameter.

In Horwood the monks of Longeville had the manor of
Horwood, the advowson of the church, and the tithe of the
demesne. They did not obtain the appropriation of this
church but they were allowed a pension of £1 6s. 8d., which
in the year 1229 was increased to £2.> This pension was
still received by New College in 1535.* In addition, the
monks had the tithe of the demesne of the manor of Hor-

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wood, and of the manor of Singleberge which was in the
parish of Horwood ; the former in 1535 was worth 10s., the
latter £1 6s. 8d. We have a deed of 1232-1234, recording a
dispute between the monks and the rector of Horwood, which
tells us that the Cluniacs had the privilege of being exempt
from the payment of small tithes from the land that they
cultivated, but if they leased it to a layman the rector was
to receive small tithes.!

The manor was worth £5 17s. 9d. in 1291 % and 415 16s.
in 1535. It still belongs to New College.

In Buckinghamshire the monks had the appropriation of
the church of Whaddon, but at what date it was acquired is
uncertain. In the charter of Henry I (1106-1109) there is
mention of the advowson of the church; but in the charter
of Henry II, and in the confirmation of Pope Urban, it is
omitted. This is probably nothing more than an error, for
the charter of Walter Giffard, which is of about 1155, says
that the monks had the church of Whaddon with the tithe of
the demesne, and a tithe of the profits of the wood. At an
early date, probably during the episcopate of Bishop Hugh
(1186-1200), the monks were granted an appropriation of the
church, and became owners of the rectorial glebe and great
tithes, and a vicarage was appointed by Bishop Huge Welles
about 1216.* In the Taxatio of 1291 the rectory is stated to
be worth £10, while the Valor Ecclesiasticus of 1535 puts the
value at £13 3s. 9d. In the two lists of the property of
Longeville, which we print from New College records,* we
have a higher figure—in one the rectory is valued at
£13 6s. 8d. and the rent of land at £1 6s. 8d.; in the
other the rectory is put at £20 and the rent at £2.

In one of these lists there is an entry ° that “the Prior of
Sugshall ” paid 6s. 8d. a year to Longeville. We assume at
once that this represents ¢ Snelshall,” which was in the parish
of Whaddon ; and the first thing to notice is that the form
““ Sugshall ” argues that the name may be “ Suelshall ” rather
than “ Snelshall,” for Suelshall could be corrupted into
Sugshall.  Secondly, it occurs to us that we here have the
key to two very puzzling documents which are found in the

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Liber Niger of New College. In one of them' a certain
William de Abben’ assents to an arrangement, whereby the
monks of Longeville have granted to “brother Swain,” War-
den of Codimor, and the brethren thereof, that they shall
have the right of free sepulture, and release from tithes under
certain terms which are not mentioned. It is clear that the
deed must refer to some parish of which the monks of
Longeville were rectors, such as Whaddon ; and we draw the
same conclusion from the other document? in which the
monks of Longeville agree that Robert, Prior of Kodesmore,
and the brethren thereof, shall be exempt from tithes on
Kodesmore if they pay an annual pension of 6s. 8d. What,
we ask, can be this house of Kodesmore or Codimor, of which
there has hitherto been no knowledge? We are tempted at
first to identify it with Snelshall in the parish of Whaddon,
for this priory had land in Whaddon partly at Snelshall and
partly at Codimor.> Yet this can hardly be the solution, for
we have a deed of about 1200 in which Ralf Baivel grants a
croft in Shalston, in Bucks, to “ the brethren of St. Giles’s of
Codesmor,” * while Snelshall was founded to the honour of
St. Leonard. The suggestion, therefore, is that there was
originally a hospital at Codesmor under the governance of a
warden or prior, and that when Snelshall was founded, about
1218, the hospital came to an end, and its property and
privileges were transferred to Snelshall. These two deeds not
only speak of a religious house which has been hitherto
unnoticed, but also give the names of two wardens or priors,
Swain and Robert. As the ecclesiastical records of the
diocese of Lincoln do not begin before 1218, it is not sur-
prising that nothing has been heard of Codesmor ; but if the
Cartularies of Missenden, Luffield, and Bitlesden were printed,
we might find further information.

The rectory no longer belongs to New College, having been
sold many years ago to Mr. Selby-Lowndes, lord of the
manor.

Taking next the manors in Buckinghamshire, where the
monks did not possess the church, but only the tithe of the
demesne, we come first to Maid’s Morton. We have five
deeds between 1188 and 1251 recording disputes about this

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tithe between the monks and the incumbent,! who in one
deed? is called vicar, but in another?® rector. These tithes
were generally leased to the incumbent, and in the Taxatio
of 1291 were stated to be worth 17s. a year. They do not
figure in the Valor of 15335, and must have been lost by that
time ; but they seem to have been held by New College as
late as 1461, for there is a deed * in which William Sambage,
rector of Maid’s Morton, states that he owes New College
£40, to be paid at Michaelmas. The deed may, of course, be
about property outside the parish, but it is more likely to be
arrears due for the tithe of the demesne.

At Edgcott® (Achecote) the monks had the tithe of the
demesne. We have a deed of this property, showing that
it was worth gs. a year in 1273 ; but in the Taxatio of 1291
it is valued at 6s. 8d., and it stands at the same figure in the
Valor of 1535. At Wootton Underwood the tithes of the
demesne were worth £1 6s. 8d. in 1291 and £1 in 1535 ; but
at an earlier date both Wootton and Edgcott were of more
value than they were subsequently, for in 1358 these tithes
were leased for £4 a year by Peter de Salis, proctor for the
monks of Longeville.® At Bletchley the monks had tithe
which, as one deed shows,” was worth 10s. in 1211 ; in the
Taxatio of 1291 it is worth £1, and is reckoned at the same
value in the Valor of 15335.

In the two adjacent parishes of Loughton and Bradwell
the monks had the tithes of the demesne from before 1100.
These tithes were generally leased to the rector of Loughton,
and we have a series of deeds showing how the rent varied.
The first deed is curious because it records a decision made in
1199 by B. “abbot of Hamme,” together with the Archdeacon
of Colchester. Now there was no abbey of Hamme in
England, and though there was an abbey of that name in
Flanders, near St. Omer, which at this time was under the
rule of one whose name began with B., yet such a man could
hardly be appointed a judge-delegate to decide a small
English dispute. ~Further, there is the puzzle that the seal of
the deed informs us that the name of the abbot, or more
probably, the name of his house, ended in ORD.® As one
of the other judges was the Archdeacon of Colchester, we
naturally search Essex for the missing abbey, and we find

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that the Abbey of Stratford Langthorne was at this time held
by an abbot named Benedict, and that much of the property
of the abbey was at Ham. There can be no doubt that the
letters ORD on the seal are the end of the word Stratford.
The value of the tithes of these two manors ranged from less
than 10s. up to 40s. in 1358 ; it then fell to 26s. 8d., and in
the Valor of 1535 it was no more than 15s. 8d.

In Bowbrickill the monks had the tithe of the demesne,
which passed to New College, and in the Valor of 1535
is said to be worth 10s. a year. The only deeds of this
property are about those who withheld payment. On Mar.
5, 1358, mag. William Hunt, official of the Archdeacon of
Bucks, writes to mag. Richard de Haversham, canon of Salis-
bury, sub-conservator of the privileges of the Cluniacs, that
he has cited John Hank, rector of ¢ Bollebrikhulne ” in per-
son, bidding him be present on the third law day after the
feast of St. Gregory before the said Richard, to make answer
in a case of withdrawal of tithes from the Priory of Longe-
ville.! On Oct. 26, 1359, the Abbot of Westminster, con-
servator of the privileges of the Cluniacs, issued a warning to
dom. John Tryg, parson of Bollebrickell, that within eight
days he should return to the Prior of Longeville the tithes
which belong to him in Bollebrickell which he has detained
for the last two years; and a fortnight later the parsons of
the neighbo'ring churches are commanded to publish the
excommunication of dom. John Tryg, who has not returned
the tithes as commanded.? There was difficulty again fifteen
years later, and on May 22, 1374, Robert Fraunceys, notary
by apostolic authority, certified that in the lodging (%ospicium)
of dom. Robert de Sekyngton, in the parish of St. Faith in
London, the following agreement was made in the presence
of the counsel of Nicholas Tamworth, knight, proctor in
England of the Priory of Longeville Giffard, to wit that dom.
John Thomas of Ketteryng, rector of Bolbrichulle, consented
to a verdict (concessit actionem) for 24 marks, claimed from
him by writ of the king and of the said Nicholas, for arrears
of certain portions of tithe in the fields of Bolbrichulle, viz.
from all the demesne lands of the parish and from the lands
which the tenants of Leightouse ® hold there, which portions

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of tithe used to be collected and placed in a certain house of
Kaldecote ; and in return the said Nicholas granted that these
portions which were formerly leased at two marks a year,
should be held by the said John for ten years at a rent
of 14s.' Once more there was difficulty, and on Jan. 5,
149%, the Archbishop of Canterbury commanded all rectors
and vicars in his province to cite mag. Will. Comberforth,
rector of Bolebrikhulle, to appear before him on the fifteenth
day after receiving the citation, to make reply in a suit begun
against him by the warden and fellows of New College.*> On
June 26, probably in 1494, a certain T. Wodyngton writes to
William Porter, warden of New College, that Mr. “ Somerford ”
(i.e. Comberforth), “vicar” of Bowbrikyl, appeared before
“my lord,” and promised to pay the annual pension due to
the College.® On June 235, 1506, the Archbishop of Canter-
bury commanded that mag. Will. Comberforth, “vicar” of
Bowbrikhill, should be cited to appear in the Parish Church
of Lambeth on the tenth day after his citation, to answer to
articles concerning the injury of his faith;* but whether this
last matter concerned his payment to New College we do not
know.

In Swanbourne the monks had the tithe of the demesne,
and in 1535 the Valor records that New College received a
payment of 5s. from Swanbourne. We have no records about
this property, but in one of the lists of the possessions of
Newington ® we are told that Woburn Abbey paid 3s. a year,
and this seems to be for the portion of tithe in Swanbourne,
where the church had been granted and appropriated to
Woburn.

The tithes of the desmesnes of Chilton, Dorton, Policote
(in Ashendon), and Easington (in Chilton), may be taken to-
gether. We have a deed of about 1187 by which the tithes
in Chilton, Dorton, Easington, and Wootton Underwood were
leased to a clerk of the knightly family of Grainville at a
payment of £2 a year.® Subsequently the tithes in Chilton,
Dorton, Policote, and Easington were leased to Notley Abbey,
as will be found under Caversham in Oxfordshire.

Passing to those properties which never reached the hands
of New College, we take Littlecote, a manor of Walter Giffard

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in the parish of Stewkley, where the monks held the tithe of
the demesne from before 1109.! We have a deed which
shows that the monks held this tithe in 1238 when it was
worth 2s. 6d. a year, but there is no further trace of it.? At
Lillingstone they had the tithe of the demesne from the
earliest time; we have no deed about it but the Taxatio® re-
cords that it was worth 6s. 8d. in 1291 ; it is omitted in 1344
when the Bishop confirmed to the monks their properties.*
At Beachampton they had the tithe of the demesne; in 1291
it was worth £1,° and was confirmed to the monks in 1366 ;
possibly it came into the hands of New College, but in 1536
they had nothing here.® At Leckhamstead they had the tithe
of the demesne; it did not ccme into the hands of New
College, and is omitted in the confirmation of 1344. On
Aug. 17,1313, Hugh de Chastiloun, lord of Leckhamstead,
grants to the monks of Longeville his ‘“nativus,” Hugh, son
of Adam Kynnes of Leckhamstead, with all his “sequela”
and his chattels ; witnesses Will. le Vavasour, Simon Sporoun,
dom. Walter, rector of Akeley, John de Arches, John de
Wymondham ;7 but Akeley and Leckhamstead were ad-
jacent, and this deed has to do with Akeley rather than
Leckamstead.

A portion of the tithes of the demesne of Moulsoe was
given to Longeville from the earliest times; but the records
of Goring Priory inform us that the church was given to the
nuns of Goring, probably about 1160, by the knight who held
the manor under Walter Giffard, and they were allowed a
pension from the church. Consequently the houses of Goring
and Longeville came to an agreement in 1202 and 1203, and
the monks granted their portion of tithe, which had hitherto
been worth about 5s. a year, to the nuns of Goring, for a
pension of a mark a year.® There is no proof that the pay-
ment was ever made to New College, but we have two deeds
which show that it existed in 1359; in one of them dated
Nov. 5, 1359, John, vicar of Nuffield, writes to the Prior of
St. Faith of Horsham, in the diocese of Norwich, whom the
Abbot of Westminster, conserver and judge delegate of the
Cluniacs, has appointed to be sub-conserver and sub-delegate

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saying that he has received a letter from the Abbot of West-
minster, dated Oct. 26, addressed to the dean of the rural
deanery of Wallingford and to other “curates” of the
Salisbury and Lincoln dioceses, that notice should be given
to the Prioress of Goring to pay within six days the sum
of 66s. 8d. to the Prior and Convent of Longeville, due for
arrears of a rent of 13s. 4d. for the tithes of Moulsoe; else the
Prioress is to appear on the sixth day before the Prior of
Horsham to give her reasons; he has delivered a copy of
the monition to the Prioress in the Priory, and she delivered it
to John atte Sti, her steward, to obtain his counsel.! The
other letter, dated Nov. 14, is from B., the Prior of Horsham,
to the “chaplains” of Wallingford and Goring and other
‘““curates,” that inasmuch as the Prioress of Goring has neither
paid the six marks due, nor appeared before him to give
excuse, she is to be declared contumacious and excom-
municate in the neighbouring churches and in the chapter-
house of her priory.*

OXFORDSHIRE.

IN Oxfordshire the monks had the tithe of the demesne of
Caversham, which was the only manor in the county which
belonged to Walter Giffard. This property is not mentioned
in the charter of Henry I, but appears for the first time in his
grandson’s charter, of the year 1155. We have two deeds
about this property, the one is a lease of these tithes granted
in 1196 to the “clerk” of the great William Marshall, lord of
the manor; the other, which was drawn up in St. Mary’s
church at Oxford on Aug. 4, 1235, was a settlement between
the monasteries of Longeville and Notley. Early in the
reign of Henry II the last Walter Giffard, who at the time
must have seen that he would have no son, founded the
abbey of Notley and endowed it most liberally with churches
and lands which belonged to him; the result of which was
that Longeville and Notley held tithes in many cases in the
same parishes. The churches of Caversham in Oxfordshire,
and Chilton and Ashendon in Bucks belonged to the canons
of Notley, but the monks of Longeville from an earlier date

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had a grant of the tithes of the demesne. In the year 1233,
by which date Notley had an appropriation of these three
churches and took the great tithes, the abbey went to law
with the monks of Longeville, saying that the tithes of the
demesnes belonged to Notley de jure communi. This does not
mean that they actually claimed the tithes as lawfully theirs;
Jus commune is much what we should call “common sense” or
“common justice,” that which would be the just decision, if no
special grant had been made. In the present instance there
had been such a grant, and the monks of Longeville could
produce their charter and show that though the tithes of the
demesnes might belong de jure communi to Notley, they be-
longed de jure to Longeville. But the purpose of Notley
was, probably, to bring the matter into court, and obtain an
arbitration. It was understood in the Middle Ages that one
monastery should show consideration towards another, and in
the present case the three judges, the Prior of St. Oswald’s
and the archdeacon and rural dean of Gloucester, would bring
pressure on the monks of Longeville to surrender their tithes
on reasonable terms, and they agreed to accept from Notley a
rent of 124 marks for the tithes of the demesnes of Caversham,
Dorton, Chilton, Policote (a manor in Ashendon), and Easing-
ton (a manor in Chilton).}

Twice we hear of lawsuits about this pension. There is
at New College ? a draught, with many erasures, undated, and
unsealed, of a letter from the king to his justices of the bench
saying that the Prior of Longeville Giffard had complained
that when he had begun a suit against Richard, Abbot of
Nutle, in the king’s bench about an annual pension of 124
marks, and the abbot, by John de Bledlow, his attorney, had
denied that the deed produced was genuine, and the matter
was to be decided by an inquisition, the said abbot approached
the official of the Archbishop of Canterbury and said that the
case should be tried in an ecclesiastical court, that the said
prior was forcing the abbot to make answer in a court that
was forbidden, and that certain men named John, Robert,
and Hugh, who had been duly placed by the sheriff on the
inquisition, were giving aid to the prior, and had therefore
become excommunicate. Whereupon the official sent a man-
date to Ralf de Waldegrave, rector of Welwestoft, deputy of

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H. Bishop of Lincoln, that he should cite the said John,
Robert, and Hugh to appear before the said official within
four weeks. But Railf, exceeding his mandate, at the instance
of the said abbot, gave command to the deans of Wendover
and Waddesdon that in all churches the three men should be
declared excommunicate. The king is perturbed not without
reason ; for such cases of pensions and chattels, “ which are
not of matrimony or of a testament” belong to the king.
They are to cause the said abbot, the official of Canterbury
and mag. Ralf de Waldegrave, to be attached, to be before
the justices of the king’s bench fifteen days after Easter to
make answer about their contempt and transgression. “Let
a prohibition be made to the official of Canterbury, another
to mag. Ralf, and another if need be to the Bishop of Lincoln,
that they hold not a plea in a court Christian of pensions,
goods, or chattels which are not of matrimony or of a testa-
ment ; also let a like writ be made to the Abbot of Nuttele
that he follow not his suit in a court Christian.” This deed
bears no date but must be of 1320-1342, when Henry Bur-
wash was Bishop of Lincoln ; at that time Richard de Crendon
was Abbot of Nutley. It is curious that both at this time and
in the next century the action about this pensionwas taken
into the civil court instead of the ecclesiastical. ~As it was a
pension for tithe, it should have been tried in the ecclesiastical
court, as the Abbot of Nutley maintained, and as we found
was the case with the pension paid by Goring for the tithes
of Moulsoe.

The matter was taken into the courts once more in 1476.
Walter Hyll, warden of New College, sued William, Abbot
of Nutley, for £350, being arrears of an annual pension of
£8 6s. 8d. due from Nutley to New College. The case was
tried in the king’s bench, and the record was rot. 332, Michael-
mas, 16 Ed. IV. The abbot admitted the debt, in consideration
of which it was remitted by the warden'; and on June 27,
1476, the warden quitclaimed all actions against the abbot.?
Subsequently the abbot claimed that there was error, and the
case was tried Coram Rege and recorded in rot. 39, Michael-
mas, 16 Ed. IV ; but the court found that there was no error ;
and on Feb. 24, 1477, the abbot quitclaimed his action against
New College.® Part of this payment survived in 1874, when

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the College received £6 a year from T. T. Bernard, Esq., “ once
Knottley Abbey ”.!

BERKSHIRE.

IN Berkshire the priory had property at Long Wittenham, East
Hanney, and West Hanney. At Long Wittenham it had the
tithe of the demesne and also the church from as early as 1153,
but they are not mentioned in the earlier deed of 1106-1109.
In Domesday Walter Giffard holds ¢ Witeham,” and there
might be some doubt whether it was Long Wittenham, Little
Wittenham or Witham ; but the matter is settled by the fact
that on July 28, 14 Ed. II, the Bishop of Exeter bought the
advowson of Long Wittenham from Philip, the Prior of Longe-
ville, for 100 marks, which purchase included also the pension
of £5 hitherto paid yearly from that church to the Priory of
Longeville ; and two years later he presented the advowson to
Exeter College.? Our deeds begin with a confirmation by
Bishop Joceline, which unfortunately we cannot date, but it
must be before 1183, in which year the Bishop resigned the
see. Then follows a deed, which is probably of about 1190,
in which it was agreed that the incumbent should pay a pen-
sion of £4 a year to the monks, and that they should also
receive the tithe of the demesne of the “Earl”. The two
next deeds show that a certain Roger, probably a servant of
the monks, and certainly not the incumbent, was admitted
to the possession of the tithes which belonged to Longeville.
The fifth deed records that the tithes of the demesne were
leased for six years to “Robert de Witham,” no doubt the
rector of Wittenham, for an annual payment of £4 13s. 4d.
From this time there are no more deeds; but in the Taxatio
of 1291 we learn that the Prior of Longeville received a pen-
sion of £5 from the church of Long Wittenham ; and it is
probable that the monks had surrendered their share of tithes
in return for this pension. In 1292 they seem to have claimed
the tithes as well as the pension, but they failed to produce
the necessary proof and judgment was given against them.*

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After New College had obtained the possessions of Newing-
ton Longeville, a claim was made for a pension of £5 from
Wittenham Church; but on Nov. 7, 1466, Richard, Bishop of
Salisbury, wrote to the Barons of the Exchequer that in
answer to the king’s writ he had searched the Episcopal
registers and had found that Exeter College obtained an ap-
propriation of the church of Wittenham in 1358, together with
the pension once paid to Longeville.! But it seems that New
College persisted in their claim ; for there is a letter in English
from William Warham, fellow of New College, doctor of Civil
Law, and John Kingsmill, fellow of New Co'lege, addressed
to Walter Hyll, warden of New College (1475-1494), saying
that Mr. Doctor Smythe (probably John Smythe, D.D., who
was rector of Exeter College, 1485-1487) had shown them a
deed of the year 1320 by which Philip, Prior of Longeville,
released the pension due to Longeville; and they were of
opinion that New College had no claim on Exeter College;
and subsequently the Bishop of Winchester sent a mandate
to the warden to be satisfied with the answer of Warham and
Kingsmill.? But a contemporary note is added which is of
some interest. It asserts that in fol. 11 “of the register of
the Prior of Longeville” it appears that in addition to a pen-
sion of £4 paid to Longeville there was also a portion of
tithe worth £1 a year, and that the answer of Exeter College
makes no mention of this portion. There is no trace now of
any register of the Prior of Longeville, nor of any d-ed such
as is here described ; but it is likely enough that both existed.
In the Liber Niger of New College which was written about
1520, there seem to be several deeds that are copied from a
Cartulary, as the witnesses are omitted, but the Cartulary
must have been lost long ago. In this Cartulary there may
have been a deed which spoke of a pension of £4 and a por-
tion of tithe worth £1, and the second of our deeds is much to
this effect; but before 1291 the pension and the portion were
probably united, and the pension raised to £5.

At Hanney the priory obtained a footing gradually. In
the king’s charter of 1155 the priory has nothing more than
two men at Hanney.! In the charter of Walter Giffard, which

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must be before 1164, but seems to be after 1155, the priory
holds ““the vill” of Hanney, except the fee of William
Cokerel and Robert de Beville, the church of Hanney, the
tithe of the demesne, and two men in “greater Hanney,”
paying 20s. a year. About these properties we have very few
deeds. There is one early document' which says that about
1200 the tithe of the demesne was leased for £2 a year, but in
the Taxatio of 1291 we find that Longeville had ceased to
possess the advowson, that the church had been appropriated
to Salisbury, and that Longeville had a permanent pension of
45. On Nov. 9, 1409, when the Priory of Newington was in
the keeping of the king, he remitted to Salisbury Cathedral
the pension of £5 a year due from Hanney Church to
Newington Longeville ; in compensation for this loss, Ralph
Rocheford, whoiwas holding for life the profits of the priory,
was to receive yearly a tun of wine from the king.* In 1484
New College made a claim for this pension, and sent mag.
Robert Shirborn and mag. William Warham to Salisbury for
this purpose, where they were shown the Letters Patent of
Henry IV. In conssquence the Warden and Fellows recorded
their opinion that the claim should not be pressed out of
respect to the grandson of Henry IV, who “ most liberally ”
gave Newington to the College, and also lest some one of the
blood of Henry IV should ascend the throne.® About the
manor we have the record that on May 20, 7 Henry V,
it was leased by Ralf de Rocheford for seven years to John
Burymille of Grove at a rent of £16. In 1536 the rent was
about £18.* The manor still belongs to New College.

BEDFORDSHIRE.

In Bedfordshire the priory originally had three properties,
but it seems that they had all been lost before 1440. Before
1109 it possessed a virgate at Malden with the tithe of the
demesne ; this was the manor in Malden which in 1086 was
held by Hugh Bolebec under Walter Giffard. Our deeds
explain what was the nature of the virgate ; it was the hold-

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ing of a freeman, who was to be host (%ospes) for the monks,
no doubt as they journeyed to collect their rents. Before
1175 there was a dispute about this tithe, of which our deeds
give some information, and again twenty years later. In the
Taxatio of 1291 there is no mention of tithe paid to the
monks of Longeville, but the list of their property of about
1360 says that they still received a rent of 5s. a year from
Malden.!

From a manor in Chicksand the monks received the tithe
of the demesne. This is not mentioned in the confirmation
of Henry 1, but appears in the charter of Henry II of 1155,
and in the charter of Walter Giffard of before 1164. It was
paid no doubt from the manor which is called Cudessane in
Domesday, and was held by Ralf de Langetot under Walter
Giffard.® A rough list of the properties of Longeville in the
Liber Niger says that the tithe at Chicksand was worth only
2s. ; there is no record of it in the Taxatio of 1291.

The third property was the tithe of the demesne of the
adjoining manor of Campton, which was also held by Ralf de
Langetot under Walter Giffard. It is mentioned in the con-
firmation of 1155, but not earlier. According to a deed
printed below,* it was Matilda de Chesney who gave the
property to the monks about 1170. Probably she had
claimed to recover the tithe, but had agreed to surrender her
claim ; according to her deed the monks had only two-thirds
of the tithe. A reference to the Eynsham Cartulary, vol. I,
p. 422, will show that this Matilda was the widow of Henry
Fitz-Gerald, the Chamberlain, and possibly a granddaughter
of Ralf de Langetot. This tithe in Campton seems to have
been lost at an carly date.

HUNTINGDONSHIRE.

In Hunts the priory possessed the tithe of the demesne of
Folksworth, which it owned, as early as 1106-1109.> By adeed
of 1258-1263, it was agreed that the rector of Folksworth should
have this tithe for the future at a payment of one mark a

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year! In the lists of the possessions of the priory in the
fourteenth and fifteenth centuries, there is no mention of this
payment, nor did New College obtain it.

ESSEX.

IN Essex the priory had in Great Dunmow two-thirds of the
tithe of the demesne of a small manor, sometimes known as
Alfreston, in the parish of Dunmow, which at the time of
Domesday was held by Martel under Geoffrey de Mandeville.?
As the property is confirmed to Longeville by Walter Giffard,
it would naturally imply that the manor was his or held under
him ; but of this there is no evidence, and here we seem to have
the solitary instance of property owned by Longeville which
was not of the fee of Giffard. The charter of Pope Urban
says that Hugh Maskerell was the donor. In the Necrology
or Obituarium of Longeville® he is described as of Herman-
villa, and his obit was observed on Aug. 12. Our deeds show
that there was a dispute about these tithes which was com-
mitted by the Pope to judges delegate in 1222, but was not
settled until 1225, the rector agreeing that he and his
successors would pay half a mark for the tithes. In 12635
the matter was again in dispute, but in the Taxatio of 1291
there is no mention of this property of Longeville.

The priory also had the tithes of the demesne of Farnham,
some eight miles west of Dunmow,* as we learn by a deed of
1262. There is no mention of Farnham in any of the lists of -
the properties of the monks, but it may be included under the
word Dunmow ; for there was a holding of two knight’s fees,
which about 1240 is described as de feodo comitis sancti Pauli,’
which was spread over Farnham, Alfreston, and Dunmow,
and no doubt was once the fee of Hugh Maskerell. We have
no more trace of this property after 1262.

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CAMBRIDGESHIRE.

IN Cambridgeshire the monks had property at Bottisham and
Harlton. The former was a large manor which in the time of
Domesday was of the fee of Walter Giffard. The charter of
Henry II of the year 1155 mentions that the monks had at
Bottisham the tithe of the demesne and one host (%ospes), that
is one freeholder whose duty was to entertain the rent-collector
of the monks as he journeyed through the county. We have
only two deeds about this property, both of the year 1227,
when the monks of Longeville granted their portion of the
tithes to the canons of Anglesey who by this time were
rectors of the church of Bottisham. The documents are
particularly interesting because they state that the question
between Longeville and Anglesey was deputed by the Pope
to delegates, one of whom was the Chancellor of Cambridge ;!
this is five years earlier than any reference to that official
which has been known hitherto. The settlement was reached
that the canons of Anglesey should possess the tithes on
paying £5 a year to Longeville; and this rent was paid to
New College down to the dissolution of the monasteries.

At Harlton, which was also a manor of Walter Giffard,
the monks had the church, the tithe of the demesne, and one
tenant who was to act as host (%ospes). This, like the property
at Bottisham, is not mentioned in the charter of Henry I, but
appears first in the charter of 1155. One of the earliest of
the deeds, which from its witnesses cannot be later than
1200, and from the name of the prior must be pushed back
before 1190, throws light on the duty of the host (%ospes),

~ whom the monks had in Harlton, as in some other places.”

It is agreed by the Prior of Longeville that Roger, son of
Beatrice, shall hold by hereditary right the virgate in Harlton
which had belonged to his mother, rendering to the monks a
rent of 5s., and giving entertainment to the Prior of Longe-
ville or other monks of Longeville, who may be in England,
on their journeys to and from Norfolk in collecting their rents.
It may be noticed that there is no mention of any Prior of
Newington.

We have a succession of charters of Harlton extending
over more than the century which illustrate the disputes about
churches that were common in the Middle Ages. First comes

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the charter of Nigel, Bishop of Ely, saying that at the petition
of Walter Giffard he gave and confirmed to the monks the
church of Harlton and the tithe of the demesne. By “the
church ” would be meant not the appropriation, but something
more than the advowson; in the twelfth century, when the
law of the church was still vague, many monasteries which
possessed advowsons stepped into the position of rectors by
appointing vicars or deputies, who conducted the services of the
parish and paid to the monastery a portion of the income.
This was done at Harlton, and we have a certificate by the
Bishop of London stating that when he was archdeacon of
Ely, before 1189, the monks were “in possession of the
parsonage of Harlton,” and that two clerks in succession,
Richard and Roger, held the church in their name. Shortly
before 1189 the church was vacant, and the monks presented
a certain H.! to be “vicar”; the lord of the manor, Roger de
Huntingfeld, appealed against the presentation and claimed
the patronage, but it was testified at the diocesan synod that
the church belonged to Longeville, and that it had been held
by two vicars in succession, Richard and Roger, who had paid
an annual pension (canon) to Longeville. But the matter did
not end here; the lord of the manor took the case into the
king’s court, and a decision was reached at Westminster ? in
the presence of Hubert Walter in the year 1196. The
conclusion reached was in many ways characteristic of the
early Middle Ages. Both sides were in the wrong, but by
accepting a compromise both could obtain what they required.
The lord of the manor had no right to the advowson, which
evidently belonged to the monks, and the monks had no right
to a pension from the church or to the appropriation of the
church, for neither privilege had been granted by the Bishop.
The “final concord” between the parties was that for the
future the lord of the manor would nominate the rector, and
the monks would present the nominee; the monks therefore
nominally were patrons of the living, but actually the lord of
the manor. On the other hand Roger de Huntingfeld agreed
that the monks should have a pension of 40s. from the church,
and promised to give his help that the Bishop should confirm
this pension; and should there be difficulty with the Bishop

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he himself would pay it; in addition the monks were to have
the tithes of the demesne. By a deed, evidently of the same
date, Roger de Huntingfeld makes the matter plainer. The
Bishop had already allowed a pension of 20s. to be paid by
the rector; if the Bishop would not increase the amount to
40s., Roger would add zos. of rent to the pension, to make
the total of 40s. It seems that the Bishop could not be
persuaded, and as Harlton was a small parish, a large
pension would have been unfair; and we have a deed of
the next Bishop confirming the pension of 20s. but nothing
more.! The dispute about the patronage of the church seems
to have arisen again about 1234 in the time of Roger de
Huntingfeld, apparently a grandson of the previous Roger.
There is a small deed at New College in which William, the
Prior of Longeville, and dom. Roger de Huntingfeld write to
the Prior of Barnwell, near Cambridge, saying that they had
long had a dispute about the patronage of the church of
Harlton, but have begun to come to an agreement ; they ask
him to put in a safe place certain letters that they are sending
to him, and also a rent of 4s., to be kept until an agreement
is reached between the two parties. In 1236 they came to an
agreement about the patronage of the church, and about the
same time a deed was drawn up by which the monks obtained
a rent of 8s. It was probably about this year that the rector
took an oath, on his appointment to the living, that he would
pay the monks their pension of 20s.”

From this point we have no document for 100 years. At
the Taxation of 1291, Harlton rectory was returned as worth
46 13s. 4d., and the portion of tithe collected by Longeville
was worth £2; but there is no mention of a pension;?® pos-
sibly it had been surrendered by the monks. The question of
this pension was a matter of dispute for many years. In a
deed of 1372, which is printed below, Nicholas de Tamworth,
who was the representative of the monks of Longeville,
claimed the pension from William de Polton, the Rector of
Harlton, but agreed to surrender his claim both on the pen-
sion and the portion. In 1395, in a deed at New College,*
the commissary of the Bishop of Ely certifies that the late
William de Polton had searched the registers of the Bishop,

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and had found that the Prior of Longeville had a portion of
40s. in the church of Harlton, but that there was no mention
of a pension. About 1425 the dispute arose again and is re-
corded in a deed which, if it may be trusted, gives a valuable
list of the Rectors of Harlton and the Priors of Longeville, as
follows : “Complaint is made on behalf of the king and of
Ralf de Rochefort, to whom the king had committed the
possessions of Longeville, that John atte Hoo, alias Hattele,
parson of Harlton, has retained for the last 25 years a portion
of tithes of corn and hay from the demesne and assarts once
of Roger de Huntingfeld, with a moiety of the small tithes
from the tenement once of Peter le Botiler, the whole being
worth 43 a year; it was possessed by the Priors of Longe-
ville, viz. Henry, Robert, Helias, William, and John de Tallia,
all of whom were before the war, and was paid by Richard de
Ware, rector of Harlton, mag. Richard de Badewe, chancellor
of Cambridge,! by Nicholas Tamworth, who paid to the king,?
and finally by William Polton. Also the said John retains a
pension of 40s. due from his glebe; it was paid by the former
rectors, viz. Hugh de Bottisham, Benedict, Nicholas, John
Welond, John de Mortuo Mari, Roger de Reyneville, Richard
de Ware, and John Polton ; all of these were before the war
of Edward III (i.e. before 1369). Also Ralf Bateman, who
holds the manor of Huntingfelds, is bound to pay 20s. yearly,
if the pension of 40s. is unpaid, according to an agreement
between H., Prior of Longeville, and Roger de Huntingfeld;
John Welond, rector, paid the pension to Robert, Prior of
Longeville; Roger de Reyneville to William de Tallia, the
Prior of Newington, Isabella de Paunton being then lady ot
Harlton,® and William Polton paid to Nicholas Tamworth,
who was proctor for Helias Jacobi.”* This seems to be the
bill of complaint put before the judges to whom the matter
had been brought. It will be noticed that Ralf de Rochefort
claimed £35 in all, but by a deed of July 8, 1427, he leased
the pension and the tithes that he claimed to John de Hattele,
parson of Harlton, for £2 a year; and two days later he
quit-claimed even this rent, John de Hattele in return pro-

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mising that he “will have Ralf de Rochefort, his ancestors,
and the founders of Longeville, recommended in special
memory and prayers”.! How New College lost this property
is not known. When the Valor Ecclesiasticus of 1536 was
drawn up, the College received nothing from Harlton; but it
received the £2 due for the portion as late as 1460 ; for there
is a deed at New College of Oct. 31, 1482, in which the
Bishop of Ely certifies to the Barons of the Exchequer that
he has searched his registers and has found that on July 24,
1460, the Warden and Scholars of Saynt Marie College of
Wynchester held a portion of the value of £2 in the church
of Harlton.?

How far the document we have quoted may be trusted is
an important question. It must be remembered that it does
not give the history as decided by the judges, but as repre-
sented by the plaintiff; and in such cases it was not unfre-
quent that the plaintiff invented the wildest history, sprinkling
names up and down to give it the appearance of reality.
Until further evidence is produced it would be wise to distrust
both the list of Priors of Longeville that it gives and the list
of Rectors of Harlton. Dr. Feltoe states that the rector in
1298 was Richard Stow, before 1330 J. Lacy, from 1330 to
1349 Henry d’Eschalers, and after 1349 Roger de Tyffield,?
none of which names are in our list.

NORFOLK.

THE property of the monks of Longeville in the County of
Norfolk consisted of two small manors at Witchingham and
Weston, and cix churches of which they had the patronage
and from which they received payments; Witchingham St.
Mary, Witchingham St. Faith, Long Stratton, Weston,
Stokesby, and St. John’s, Maddermarket, in Norwich. About
this last church we have no deeds, but in the original grants
it is described as ‘“ the chapel of Holy Trinity and St. John ”.
In 1536,* as at the present day, it paid half a mark a year to
New College, but our deeds do not show when the payment

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began. The property of the monks in this county was worth
£60 a year in 1291, of which £25 was in “temporals” and
£35 in “spirituals,” and in 1375, as one of our deeds shows'
the value was the same.

At Weston the monks obtained from Walter Giffard the
church, the tithe of the demesne, and all the land that his
father held there. Before 1200 the Bishop granted them a
pension of £4 in lieu of the tithe, and this payment was made
to New College as late as 1730.2 The land of the monks was
stated to be worth £11 3s. 6}d. a year at the time of the
Taxatio of 1291.> Whether it came into the hands of New
College is uncertain, and in the Valor of 1536 it is not men-
tioned.*

In Long Stratton the monks had the church of St. Michael
and the tithe of the demesne, and before 1175 they were
granted a pension of a mark in lieu of the tithe. This pen-
sion was paid to New College as late as 1730.° Our deeds
show that in 1292 the family of Say, who were lords of the
manor, claimed the advowson, but finally renounced their
claim.®

We do not know at what time the monks of Longeville
obtained the two churches of Witchingham with their manor
and the tithes of the demesnes, but the charter of the last
Walter Giffard implies that it was given in the time of his
father. From the church of St. Faith the monks were allowed
a pension of %42, and from the church of St. Mary £10, but
in 1251 they were allowed an appropriation of the rectory of
St. Mary,” which was stated in the Taxatio of 1291 to be
worth £26 13s. 4d., and to this day New College holds the
great tithes of Witchingham St. Mary, and is patron both
of St. Mary and St. Faith. In addition to the church of St.
Mary the monks were given by Walter Giffard all the land
that he had there, and in the Taxatio of 1291 this small manor
was worth £10 4s. 8d. a year,® and in Witchingham St. Faith
the monks had land worth £2. In the reign of Henry VIII
New College increased their property at Witchingham by
purchase. There must have been some agreement between
the rectors and the vicar of St. Mary Witchingham, of which

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we have no record ; for a document of the year 1367 shows
that a payment of 4 marks a year was due from the rectors
to the vicar, no doubt to supplement his income!; but
by the time that the church came into the hands of New
College, there was no such payment to the vicar. The original
charter of Walter Giffard adds the land of *“Reppes” and the
land of “Retollehage” to his gift of Witchingham ; also the
fact that he renounces for ever his right of entertainment
(procuratio) at Witchingham.? A deed of 1519 shows that
at that time the Bishop nominated to St. Mary’s, though the
college presented, but this arrangement exists no longer.?

In Stokesby the monks had the church and the tithes of
the demesne, and in 1201 the Bishop granted them a pension
from the church of 5 marks,* and that in future the living
should be held by a vicar. In 1208 the Bishop promised that
when the living became vacant, he would grant the monks the
appropriation of the church,® but this was not carried out.
In the Taxatio of 1291 the monks have nothing more in
Stokesby than a portion of the tithe, and the incumbents were
always rectors. We find that by the year 1 303 the advowson
was in the hands of the lord of the manor,® and at present
there is no evidence that the monks possessed anything in
Stokesby in the fourteenth century.

Besides the grants and leases of properties there are some
deeds (Nos. 126-146), mainly of the fourteenth century, such
as do not often survive, which show the difficulties of alien
priories during the wars with France. In Jan., 1337,
Edward III, though still at peace with France, began to make
preparations for war, and on Jan. 15 commanded the Prior of
Newington Longeville,” and all other heads of alien priories,®
that they should not send any tribute (censum aut apportum)
out of the realm, but retain it until he sent them another
mandate. The further mandate arrived on Aug. 3, when the
king committed the custody of the Priory to the Prior, com-
manding him to pay £95 a year, which was apparently the
sum which was sent annually to Longeville. The Prior at

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this time was probably William de Tevolio; he certainly held
the poston July 28, 1339,' and on April 20 and July 11, 1345,”
and did not resign until Aug., 13582 In Jan, 1324, the
Prior of Longeville had nominated William de Tevolio, his
fellow-monk, to be his proctor in England for three years,*
but in April, 1327, he had licence to return home,” and
Richard was Prior of Newington in 1333¢; but before 1337
William de Tevolio must have returned to England.

About the amount of the annual pension, two things may
be said. It might seem that £95 a year, oras it subsequently
was, 4103, was too small a payment, when we have a list of
the properties of Longeville, showing that they were worth
£170 a year.” But it must be remembered that this was the
gross total, and that deductions must be made for taxes to
the king and contributions to Cluni,® for repairs of such
buildings as there were, for lawsuits, which were frequent,
for journeys and expenses of collecting, and finally for bad
debts, which in the Middle Ages made havoc of the revenue
of monasteries or colleges. Further, the two monks who
resided at Newington would need something for their cloth-
ing, though they would obtain their maintenance from the
demesne land of Newington. The sum, therefore, of £105
was not too small for the net profit. But what is more note-
worthy is that the rent was an exact sum, and not merely the
balance after all expenses had been paid. It would not be
remarkable, if William de Tevolio had been a layman, that he
should have been asked for a fixed rent and allowed to keep
what was over; but a monk in theory should have no pro-
perty. Probably this regulation was no longer strictly
observed, and a monk might have money provided he did
not claim to make a will, and the Prior of Newington was
always allowed as his perquisite all that was over, after the
Priory of Longeville had received the fixed rent.

Although Edward III was at war with France, and had
commanded that the annual tribute should be paid to him
instead of the mother house in France, it does not seem that
he had forbidden all payment to the “enemy country”. In
1342 it was stated that there were arrears of rent due to
Longeville amounting to 270 marks, dating from the time

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when Bernardus de Genebreda, now Prior of Longeville, had
been Prior at Newington.! William de Tevolio promised to
pay this at the rate of forty marks a year, and did so for two
years, after which the balance was remitted.?

Some extracts from the Pipe Rolls, which are given in a
roll,® state that the payment from Newington was raised to
£105 on Feb. 12, 1343 ; there is no record of this on the
Patent or Close Rolls, but no doubt it is correct.

After the victory of Poictiers in 1355, there were many
attempts at making peace, and the communications between
Newington and the mother house were re-opened. In
August, 1358, Peter de Sales was sent from Longeville to
relieve William de Tevolio of his duties as proctor of Longe-
ville, and in July, 1359, the king committed to “Peter de
Sales, Prior of Newington,” the custody of the priory at a rent
of £105 a year.® On Aug. 30, 1360, the Priory was com-
mitted to Brother John Fabri, monk and proctor of Longeville,
at the same rent, according to the extracts from the Pipe
Rolls.®

On May 8, 1360, the Peace of Bretigni was signed, and
the war between England and France was at an end, and on
Feb. 16, 1361, the French monasteries once more obtained
possession of their English cells.”

On Oct. 20, 1367, the proctor of the Priory of Longeville
granted a lease of all their properties in England to Nicholas
de Tamworth and Joan his wife for five years at a rent of
£80; he was to provide maintenance at Newington for John
de Boys, monk of Longeville, and to supply him with £2 a
year for clothing.® On the same day a lease was granted to
him on still more favourable terms, of which we have informa-
tion from the Patent Rolls? and from the Pipe Roll; the lease
was to be for twenty years, and the rent was reduced from
120 marks to 106 marks; on the other hand he was to
maintain two monks, not one, and was to allow them 5 marks
each for shoes and clothing; probably the two monks were
John Fabri and John de Boys. Nicholas de Tamworth was
king’s admiral and captain of Calais, and the king gave him
permission to take this lease. It is evident that the rent was

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very low, and we may guess that the Priory of Longeville,
foreseeing that war might be renewed, thought it wise to
grant a favourable lease in return for a payment beforehand
by Nicholas de Tamworth. One of our deeds gives what is
practically this lease, but with the date Jan. 15, 136%.

On April 29, 1369, war broke out again, and Nicholas de
Tamworth paid his rent of 106 marks each year to the king.
One of our deeds shows that he and “ Dan John Feuer” (i.e.
Iohannes Fabri) sub-let the properties of Longeville in Norfolk
to William Louche and others in the year 1375, for a rent of
90 marks,? so that the rent due to the king was nearly covered
by the properties in Norfolk. In 1377 Nicholas de Tamworth
died, and on Oct. 20, 1377, the king granted a lease of the
same property on the same terms to Joan his widow for a
period of ten years; but before long she married Gilbert
Talbot and in Oct. 28, 1384, the king granted the same
property to Gilbert Talbot for the term of his life at a rent
of 120 marks; he was to maintain at Newington two Cluniac
monks, if they can be found, to say the divine service; failing
them, he is to maintain two “religious” or two *“seculars” for
that purpose, providing them with firing and lodging, and
paying to each of them 10 marks for food and clothing.”? It
may be added that of the two Cluniac monks of Newington,
John Boys had died in 1383.* On July 30, 1390, the lease
was renewed on the same terms except that it was granted to
Gilbert Talbot and Joan his wife and the heirs and assigns of
Gilbert, as long as the war lasts.® On Nov. 28, 1399, the
property was committed on the same terms to Thomas
Tutbury.® In 1403 it was committed to Ralph Rochefort,
knight, and John Glaston, clerk, for Rochefort’s life, at the
same rent; but before long the king owed large sums to
Rochefort, who was a prominent soldier and governor of
Guisnes, and on May 8, 1412, the rent seems to have been
reduced to 50 marks.” Meanwhile Rochefort had been
allowed by the king to obtain from the Prior of Longeville
a deed by which he was confirmed in his lease of Newington
for fifty years; so that even if peace was made and the alien

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priories were given back, Rochefort would still hold for life
on the same terms. In 1424, when the money due from the
king to Rochefort had increased, he was granted a lease for life
free of rent,! and on Dec. 8, 1439, by which time the king owed
him more than 42000, it was agreed that his assigns should
hold the same property free of rent for twenty-six years after
his death.? On April 3, 1441, Rochefort being dead, the
king granted the Priory to New College, and on Aug. 18 the
authority of Parliament was added. Owing to the grant of
Dec. 8, 1439, New College could obtain nothing for twenty-
six years, and one of our deeds suggests that the College tried
to overthrow that grant,® giving reasons why it was null and
void. Probably the parties came to terms; on July 15, 1442,
the executors of Rochefort quitclaimed their rights to New
College,* and two deeds show that the College in return paid
to them £40 a year for twenty-six years.” Lastly, there is a
deed which suggests that New College had some dealings
with Longeville Priory; for in 1445, the Prior of Longeville,
though he had lost his property in England for more than
thirty years, yet appoints a proctor for England with full
powers to act.® Perhaps it was at this time that New College
acquired from Longeville the Cartulary (now lost) of which
we have a record, and from which some of the deeds in the
Liber Niger may have been copied.

LIST OF THE PRIORS OF LONGEVILLE,

By the help of the New College deeds we can restore to some
extent the successions of the Priors of Longeville. No
Cartulary of Longeville has survived, and not many charters ;
but a Necrology or list of obits observed at Longeville was
published in tom. xxiii., pp. 432-8 of the Recueil des historiens
de France (1876), in which occur many names of priors; in
Neustria Pia, p. 667, some names are given; and M. Jules
Vernier, who is in charge of the archives of the Seine Inferieure,
has kindly examined the deeds of Longeville that are in his
charge, and has been able to contribute something. The

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earliest priors of Longeville are not mentioned in our deeds;
the following is a list :—

1. Henry was prior between 1167 and May, 1173, as we
learn from deed No. 70. No doubt he is the same Henry who
is known to have been prior in 1177.1

2. Robert occurs as prior in deed No. 5, which is between
Nov., 1185, and Oct., 1187, and in No. 88 which is certainly
before 1189.

3. William is mentioned as prior in No. 53. This deed
has been assigned in the text to the years 1186 or 1187,
because of the mention of Pope Urban, but the date may be
later. A commission to judges delegate by Pope Urban
would hold good for many years after his death, if by the
day of his death the lawsuit had reached its first stage. The
date, therefore, may well be as late as 1189. No doubt the
W., who occurs in No. 77, is this William ; the date there must
be after Michaelmas, 1189.

By the help of the following documents it is possible to
compile a list of the Priors of Newington Longeville; but,
from what has been already said, it will be understood that
such a list is not of much value. Priors of alien houses were
not elected but nominated, and did not hold office for life but
might be, and generally were, recalled to the mother house.
Further, it was possible for a man to be nominated prior for a
second period. Hence, for purposes of dating, the name of a
prior of an alien house must be used with caution.

It appears from the following list that the Prior of Newing-
ton and the Proctor of Longeville were generally identical, and
that in early times the title Proctor (or, as we should say, Agent)
was the more common. But it was not necessary that the prior
should always be the proctor; for if the mother house had a
matter in England which required special legal knowledge, a
monk might be sent from the mother house to be proctor in
that special case.

dan de Saukeville, Richard de Bleville (Bleinville), John de Erlega, Hugh
de Sanforde, and William de Harcourt are witnesses. Probably this
document is of about the same date. It was under the direction of John
de Erlega that the well known poem of the doings of William the Marshal
was composed. As there is no evidence that William the Marshal owned
Shoreham, I consulted Mr. J. H. Round about the meaning of this charter.
He was able to solve the difficulty. The lastage from Langeston in
Havant to Pevensey was appendant to the manor of Bosham, as we learn
in an Inquisition of 1289 about lands of Roger Bigod, earl of N orfolk and
Marshal. Bosham manor belonged to the office of Marshal, and had been
held by the elder brother of William the Marshal, and was confirmed to
William the Marshal in the first year of King John. The lastage, there-
fore, of Shoreham, and other towns in Sussex, belonged to William the
Marshal, and the monks used Shoreham in particular because it was the
crossing place for Dieppe.
